I'lEBBE, S. D , Nov. 29. The
fact that several companies of troops
have reached the Bad land coun-
try and will head oiTany marauding
Indians, has resulted in a subsid-
ence, to a largd extent, of the scare.

An Indian who was sent to Big-lo-

ard Hump's camns at the
mouth of Cherry Creek sometime
ago, returned to Fort Bennett

fcaja tho intention of the
hosUles Is apparently to soon Join
Short Bull on Pass creek, and sub-

sist there during the winter on
little quartered in the Bui Lands.
He said there was a number of edu-

cated Indians among the Cherry
creek hcstiltis who came to Pierre
regularly and bought copies of the
papir. These they took hack and
read to the other I ndians. The In-
dians, he said, enjoyed greatly the
reports of great alarm everywhere
among the whites. It seemed to
strengthen their belief that the
Messiah was coming and the whites
were ready to either die offur leave
the land to the Indians.

They are even holding a dance
near the limits of the post, led by
medicinemen. The ranchers report
that cattle are being killed, horses
stolen and cowboys attacked.
