When a man does a thing, considered
by persons In power to be wrong-- , un- -
der the- - .unshaken conviction that it
was right, we do not think that Jastlce
would claim he was deserving of
heavier .pohishment than If hf had
known the action was evil. Thefvery
essence of crime Is in the intenti and
the purpose to obey what one' believes
to be a command of God, even if it in-

volves the Infraction of a law of man,
cannot be as essentially criminal is the
violation pf a law without a doubt as
to the validity and propriety of j that
law.

That, the law of God is superior to
the, law of man does not seem to be
open to dispute. People may differ as
to their understanding of whit is
Divine law, as well as of whit Is sound
human law. Bat he who believes la a
God and is sure that a given command
meht has come from Deity, would be

- irrational not to prefer It to a man- -
made edict. The higher law mast of
necessity to him be paramount. - And
though his conviction . of Its divinity
may be shared by others, yet his icts,
springing from his faith, though ob-

noxious to secular enactment, cannot
be as essentially criminal as if tinin
flaenced by such assurance. To ban
ish him more, therefore, because ol bis
undoubtedly sincere belief, than If he
did not entertain it is manifestly im
proper, for it, makes faith criminal

, and thoiutrht subject to the civil power
And it will not avail to argue Ithat

severity is needed to correct wrong
belief. It never did have that effect.
and it Is sate to say that it never will
Wnena man knows be Is singled; oat
for extreme punishment more' for bis
belief than for the acts resulting from
it, he naturally resists the wrong, in
his inmost soul, and becomes ion- -
firmed la his faith. lie considers: that
it cannot be conquered by reason,; and

--therefore it is assailed' by force,! and
concludes, on that very ground, that it
must be right. Such deep-root-ed

convictions as sway the minds of 'Mor
mon" delendantscannot be reached by
thejiandoi ihesecular law.nor touched
by Its penalties! however harsh and ex
treme. Only reason and revelationwill
affect thiem, and these are apparently
outside of the Jurisdiction of the Ted
eral Courts in Utah. t

A CATHOLIC VIEW OF THE
NEW ED3IUNDS BILL.

Tun New York Katholische Volksblatt,
has a strong article on the subject of
the bill Introduced by Senator Ed
munds, and now in the bands of the
House Committee on Judiciary. It
reviews the matter from the. Catholic
standpoint 'and rightly perceives the
danger of such a measure as a prece
dent in American legislation. While
desirous of the suppression of the
"Mormon" marriage system, it op
poses the various unconstitutional and
oppressive features of the bill, and
warns the country against the wrongs
it would introduce. After giving a

against the Catholic c'anrch itself , for
the old proverb, i to-a- ay ana tnoa to-
morrow,' which has held good in times
so numberless, will always mew prove
iiseu true.
"In so far as the proposal recommends

legally ana constitutionally allowable
means lor the suppression oi poivg
amy, it naturally has our full approval,
for it goes without saying that we
thoroughly dislike the Mormon sect on
account of its; immoral character, and
earnestly approve oi tne strict en
lorcementof all measures tending to a
radical disposition of the many wives.
Bat this bill contains propositions in
which we can in no wise concur, for
they i are neither in har
mony; with tbe common prin
ciples of right, nor with the pro
visions of " oar Constitution. In Its
provisions, this bill offends not only
against tne time-nauow- ea rtgnts oi the
citizens oi oar coaairy in taat it pro
vides that persons who have made
themselves aullty of no offense of anysort wnatever, may De tasen into cus
tody on the order I Federal courts.
