This
may be the case with those attorneys
who do not make the land business a
specialty, but it ts not that suit of those
who do; and ia justice to them, and
for the purpose of enlightening the
people oa this matter, we deem
proper aud just to Inform your patrons
where the trouble lies, and by doing so,
to trive the d 1 bis dec i ;
- The fault most always lies at the
uuor oi jvir. nin. t j. oparuB, lira
Commissioner of the . Ueneial- - Land
Ofnce, who has pcnt most of
his time, trince he. ; got Into

office, in hunting up "frauds," sus
pending the Issuance ol patents: rals
tug technicalities; making ex post facto
rulings jcalliug on entry men for thingsthat were not required when their
proofs were made; calling for them to
state the tiroes and duration of their
few days' temporary absence from
their claims, for five years or more,
long .since past; adding useless ex
pense on final entries ; requiring about
one f rtuuarta and iort nouseusica
cross-questio- to be written out and
answered by j,he claimant at his ex-

pense; causing claimants to multiply
their lies, if any are told, for if au en
try mast aud bis witnesses perjure
themselves in their direct testimony
they will be generally sharp enough to
repeat it time ana again on cross ex
amination-rtherefo- re the longer the
proof the more lies, the shorter the
proof the less 1164.
