RBGCLATION8 THB DRIVER.

Ctainibns service in London is excel-
lent, aad although, the rate ot fare is
ridiculously low, the London General
Omnibus company, which controls
most of the omnibuses la London, last
year declared a dividead of lv percent. Some omnibuses hare three
horses abreast, and are licensed to
carry forty-tw- o- passengers twentyInside and twenty-tw-o outside. It is
part ot a policeman's dnty to watch
omnibuses and see that they do not
carry more tnaa the licensed number,aad they perform this duty .with con-
siderable xeal. Each passenger is al
lowed six een inches of space, and at
a rale, every Louduner' wlil iDsltt on
his sixteen inches.

The rate of omnibus fare is. some
thing like a penny (two cents) a mile
on some lines and leas than that on
others. You can ride from the Albert
memorial la Hyde Park, eastward, to
He gent Circus, nearly two miles, for
two cents, but there Is also a bait-pen- ny

'bus, From Charing Cross to
and over Westnnnster bridge, yoa can
ride for one cent, in fact that sum is
tae oaly fare cuarged on this line. The
vehicle carries lust ten passengers, so
that the company receives tea cents for
each trip. The 'buses start lull from
each tet minus and seldom pick up pas-
sengers on the way. i :

Omnibus drivers receive $10 50 a
week excellert wages for men of their
class, r it has ottea been said that the
best way to see London its streets,
building, and its people, frem an out-
door point of view is to get on the
top of an omnibus. Omnibus drivers
are a goodrnatured. Jolly set of fal-

lows, and by no means o they lack
intelligence. They see a very great
deal of human nature from their ele-
vated position in life, and they learn
much. If yoa got on a box seat, next
to the driver, and you desire Informa-
tion or entertainment on the' way, you
will find the driver very willing to ac-
commodate you ; but, polit as he is,
you need not fear that you offer an in-

sult if you offer a "tip;" in fact be
expects It. lie anaments nis satary lo
a lair extent In this way; He eaves
choice seats for the renulr riders, and
.they "remember" hiov occasionally.
