won't bave much of a rootiwld.

(Great eaters never live long. A vo-
racious appetite, so far from being the
sign of good health, is a certain indi-
cation of disease. Some dyspeptics
are always hungry, and feel best when
eating; but as soon as they have filo-
ished eating they endure torments so
distressing in their pature as to make
the poor victim wish for death.

Many housekeep>rs object to the
open grate fire, that imparts such a
cheerful air to the sitting room on a
wintry night, on the score of dust and
coal dirt. Nevertheless a graté’
is one of the healthiest eans
of heating a room, and, introducing
a free circulation of air, keeps the
rocm well ventiluted. Steam heat
would be excellent did it mot, by 1ta
excessive dryness, irequently produce
unpleasant headaches.

ﬁuch il bealth may be avolded by
paying attention to little things. Kvery
man, woman and child should be care-
ful to go well wrapped up in the bitter
weather impending. Overshoes arean
article that, though unpleasant to
wear, are indispensable in cold wea=-
ther.

The pernicious effect up
on the brgin and nervouns system I8
very aptly illustrated by the drowsy,
listless attitude of the scholars in a

poorly ventilated school room as com -
pared with the bright and animated ap-
earance uf the children in 8 room Lbut
sproperly ventilated. Carelul attention
to the ventilation of churches, schools
and assembly halls of every kind, will
prevent much of the imattention and
sleepinesa that i8 frequently observed
duriag the service or session,

FOOD AND DIGESTION.

The laws which govern health aré
God’s laws, just as surely as the moral
His law. It i3 our duty to understand
these laws, and to obez’ them, Good
health {3 not only a privilege buta duty
—a splemn apd bounden doty. The
majority of sickness and suffering is
due 1o disobedience of these laws and
not to *“the mysterions dlurensauou of
an an all-wise providence! A8
many assert. It is « mot God’s
will that we suffer pain Jargely
as we do, cxcept we disohe
Hislaws. Itls God's will that if we
disobey His laws that we pay the pen-
alty. Ignorance is no excuse, and will
secure no exemption from the penalty,
We may violate the laws "of our coun-
try, and yet not sefier; wemay be par-
doned, but when we violate nature’s
laws she knows .no pardon, and will
grant none. Top keep our bodles in
health, we must use themn. Goed
nealth and idleness are atterly iocom-
patible. The muscles of.our body be-
come strong and well developed by
use. The mpscles of the blacksmitn
arc large sod powerful, strongly ip
contrast with those of young man
who measures tape. od health may
also be largely due to good living; by
selecting tEe foods whichj best. sur ly
the various principles, we need. "Bn!,
part of the y nsed the most needs
the most repailr. The man who uses
his muscles by hard labor needs these
kinds of foods which best sup-
ply muscular waste; while those wno
use the brain require thuse kinds of
food which best supw the brain with
its thinking force, e must all take
a certain amount of food of a heat-
giving nature, 1o not only keep us
warm, but heat supplies force to a cer-
taln extent. Thas part of our food
which beat supplies muscular waste is
termed ,**Nitrogenouns’’ or muscle-
forming food; that whiclris heat-giv-
ing and fat forming is the “Carbon-
aceouns,” while the brgdn forming is the
““Phogphatic.”” Noiiing I8 ever suc-
cessfu lg accomplished by chance.
Nature does everything by fixed and
unaiterable laws. li an griist would
make & beautiful painting, it requires
the nicest skill and care to select, mix
and apply his colors ina way to make
those nice adaptations of light
and llﬁdﬁ which go to make
up a&_beautiful paintinz. Kven if'a
man wanis a new buggy made, be pre-
furs 10 see that ev f

It may be truly
said that every moment we are
dying and are being reborn. It
must also be evident that the
wan who is using his mugeles at
bard muscular labor requires & differ-
ent kind of food from the man who
sits quietly in his room at bard study.
In the tirst Instance there is a large
loss of the muscular tissue, and but
little of brain material, while in the
second Lhere is a large loss of the brain
fegding principle, and but little. mus-
cular waste. .

They can hardly become convinced that
our bodies are made up from the food
we eat, and nnless we eat good food we
canonot bave good bodies and
brains. We might fllustrate this by
taking a little green worm, such as are
sometimes found in large numbers on
tomalo vines, and placing it on the pe-
tals of a rose, leaving the others on the
vine. Now each partakes of food quite
different. They mature thus, KEach
passes to the chrysalis state, and be-
come changed to the form of a butter-
fly. Those whose bodies are made u

Bo we
may _ jmprove, not ooly our ?hya'lcal
and mheptal, but even our moral condi-
tion, by partaking of food best
adapted to -our wants. Old Dr.
Johnson: ouce said: *“If a man
drinks beer three timea a day tor
a lifetimg, he will flpally get to think
beer, feel beer and act beer.” T thiok
it may be gaid with equal troth thata
man who eats pork three times ada
for a lifetime, wiil tinally get tp thlnE
pork, feel pork and will act very hog-
giahly. indeed, Dr. Adam Clark, the
comigentalor, never ate ‘i:ork. At one
time, having been invited to dine by
one of his parlshiopers, he was re-
quested Lo ask a blessing. Seeing be-
tore him, as the only meat, roast pig,
and remembering the Divine Law:
**The swine Is uncican, of him ye shall
not eat,’” at first, it is said, be seemed
confused, but after a moment’s pause
he folded his hands and closing his
eves sald:" “0O God, if thou canst
bless what thou didst curse under the
Law, then bless this piz.” Dr. Clark
sa'd if hé were called upon to offer the
most appropriate sacritice to the deyil,
he would know of nothing more ap-
propriate than roast pig stuffed with
tobucco.
* « B - If we overeatat our
Thanksgiving or Christmas dinners,
the food uvercaten, not being properly
digested, Legins ta f:rment, acid is
formed and gas developed. 'i‘ha acid
neiog absorbed in the blood alongz with
the nourishing part ¢f the food has the
effect to cause rhevmatism, neuralgias,
and sick headache. We should eat
slowly, chew the food thoroughly, and
take no water, tea or coffee with tbe
merl. These flnids, il taken with the
meal, dilute or weaken the gastric
juice, lessening its power to act on the
tood properly. ‘To illustrate this, we
take & vial haif full of alcobol, and put
in some camphor gum. Now, if to the
camt‘xhnr gum we add some water to
wash it down, the result will be to
dilute the alcohol, lessening its power
ta act on the camphor gum. The same
principle vslwhen we (drink with our
meals., If uny fluid is taken with
our meals it shouid be milk.
Toe gastric juice can act on milk,
but not on water, tea or coffee, We
should take with our meals no pepper,
pepper-sauce, catchup, mustard, or
highly seasoned sauces, for these <crve
to irritae, inflame and exclie the stom-
ach. They cause an excess of gastric
juice to be poured out, which will be
correspondingly deficient in quality,
and they scrve to make us eat more
food than otherwize /inclined to do,
aud harm can only result frem this, for
pature never forgets to charge to our
accouut every !mproger physlological
act of our liveg; relentless und unfor-
glying, nature will always collect her
bills. After eating one meal we should
give the stomach pienty of time to rest
after performing fis work, Before the
next meal tive bours sbould elapse,
that It may regain its energies. We
winy eat a hearly breakfast and dinner,
but supper, the last meal of the day,
should be the lightvsl meul alwu:s.

They largely dpetor the
livey when i% I8 the stomach that is out
of order.

From the fact thsr people suffer
largely from indigestiop, and belleve
they suffer from liver difficulties, there
have arisen all over this country what
may bLe termed ‘‘bungry wolves in
sheeps clolhing,'' sell-styled doctors
who vave no diplomas, but who manu-
facture the so-called **bilious pilis,”
and these are advertised so thoroughly
in the various patent medicine al-
manacs, where persons may read all
the symploms of the aches and pains
they ever had, and they are told if they
feel so-and-s0, take doctor ‘‘so-and-
so's"  **pilious pills.” Now the
majority of Dbilious pills do more
barm than good; they make more
people sick than well; the
than they cure, and it would be better
for_all concerned if the bilious pills.
could never be obtained, except when
they are prescribed by your family
doctor. I remember at one time while
riding in Western New York, noticing
on a newly painted bridge where some
enterprising agent had painted In large
letters the words: ‘Use Dr. *So and
So’s Billous Pills,”” and just beyond it
# waghad tagken a brush and with dif-
ferent colored psint put the words.
“and prepare to meet thy God,” It
certainly seemed very proper.
