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her arrest. A Mudir had been sent
to tho village In the meantime, and
ho seized and took her to his housa
at ten o'clock at night, with the
woman at whose house the flag had
been worked the tall, stalwart
woman of whom I have spoken in
the beginning of this letter. She
told us what occurred in the Mudir"s
house that night. The paor girl,
in spite of tears and prayers, that
might have moved a tiger to pity,
was stripped naked, beaten, spat
upon and, again outraged. It was
then that she was nicknamed
"Queen of the Bulgarians," and the
next day she and another woman,
who had been likewise maltreated

PHILLIPrOVOLIS,
August 10th, 1S73.

I would have the reader remem-
ber that I am relating facts that
have been coldly ami concisely
noted down in my presence by Mr.
Bchuyler; facta that will appear in
his report; facts that were told
him by people who went and moan-
ed and wrung their hands, and
fairly tore their hair at the bare re-
membrance of the scenes they were
relating.

Hundreds of women came to us
recounting what they hal seen and
what they had suflered. Not a wo-
man in the place seems to have es-

caped outrage. They all confess it
openly. In other places where
these things occurred the women
have shown a hesitation to speak.
In some cases they denied they had
been outraged, aud we atterwards
learned they confessed 10 others
that they had been. At Avrat-Ala- u

a delegation of ladies called
upon Mr. Schuyler to make their
complnints, and ho was somewhat
astonished to find they had very
little to say. Upon going away,
however, they left him a let-
ter, signed by them all, say-i- nn

that scarcely a wom-i- in
the p'aoe had escaped outrage.
They coull not briutc themselves
to tell hlmri'i'a voce; but thinking
that as he was investigating hero In
an official capacity he ought to
know they had decided to wiite to
him. Here, however, they did not
hesitate to speak out. Outrages
were committed so publicly, so
geuerally-jthu- t they feci it would be
useless to try to niae ineir snatne ana
they avow it openly. Thee acts
were committed nor on jy m tue
houses, but in the streets, iu the
yards, in the courts; for the lurks
have not even the decency which
may accompany vicc.They have not
even the modesty of vilones.--; they
have not even ilio Bhame ot na-
ture. Mothers were outraged in the
piesenee of their daughter; young
nirls in tho presence of their mo-

thers, of their sisters aud brothers.
Oue woman told us, wringing her
hands aud crying, thut herself aud
her daughter, a girl of fifteen, had
been violated iu the same room.
Another, that she was violated in
the presence of her children. A
girl of eighteen avowed, shudder
ing, and bowing iter lace in ner
hands, that she had been outraged
by ten soldiers.

A woman, who came to ua on
crutches with a bullet still in 1 er
ankle, said she had been violated
by three soldiers while ling
wounded on the ground groaning
with agony. Young, delicate, fra-

gile little creatures, ten aDd twelve
years old, were treated in the eame
brutal manner. A woman told us
that her daughter, a tender, deli-
cate little thing of twelve, had
been seized and outraged by a
Bashi-Bazou- k, although she offered
all the money she had in the world,
although she had offered herself, if
he would spare tbe child. Another
told us of a poor little thing of ten
violated in her presence, with a
number of other gills. Still
another told us how a dozen young
girls, twelve or fifteen years old,
had taken refuge in her home,
hoping to escape detection; how
they had been discovered; how two
of them had been outraged and
killed because they had resisted,
and how the others then submitted
to their fate white, shivering,
their teeth chattering with fright.
And yet Sir Henry Klliot and Mr.
Dioraeli will keep rrating to us
about exaggeration, forsooth! The
crimes that were committed here
are beyond the reach rof exaggera-
tion. There were stories related to
us that are maddening in their
atrocity, that cause the heart to
swell in a burst of impotent rago
that can only And vent in pitying,
useless tears. We were told of a
young girl of sixteen, outraged by
three or four Bashi-Bazouk- s, in the
presence of her father who was old
and blind. Suddenly fche saw one
of them meDarinsr. in mere snort,
to kill the poor old man, and she
sprang forward with ashnek, threw
her arms around his neck weeping,
and trviiiEr to shield him with her
ewn delicate body. It was all iu
vain: the bullet sped on its course,
and the father aud daughter the
sweet vouus: r.hl and the blind old
man fell dead in each other's
arms. I should, perhaps, beg par
don of my readers for dwelling on
these harrowing details. But I am
not writing for children and young
girls, but for men and women; and
everywhere here I see the Turks
looking upon the English as-the-

friends aud allies, counting upon
us for help against their enemies,
looking to us for aid and comfort,
and believing most exasperating
thing of all that they have our ap
proval in everything they do.

Nowhere do we find that Mr.
Baring has removed this impres
sion. Nowhere do we hear of his
having reproved the Turkish
authorities, of having told them
they had done wrong: and every
where we hear of Mr. Guarichiuo
scolding, bullying and browbeating
the Bulgarlaus in the presence ol
their tyrants.

If J tell what I have seen and
heard it is because I want the peo-- of

England to understand what
these Turks are, and If we are to go
on bolstering up this tottering
despotism; if we.are to go on carry-
ing this loathsome, vice-stricke-

leper about on our shoulders, let us
do it with open eyes and a know-
ledge of the facte; let us see the
hideous things we are carrying.

Mr. Schuyler obtained ample
evidence of other crimes too foul to
be even named. I believe that Mr.
Baring has obtained no informa-
tion ou this point and does not
believe in it. I scarcely wonder at
this. There are crimes that repel
investigation, that avoid the light;
that, like those vile, creeping loath-
some things found under carrion or
in the lowest depths of sewers,
cling to the dark holes and corners
and escape inspection. Mr. Schuy-
ler has explored these dark depths
to the bottom with the coolness of
a surgeon probing afoul and fes-

tering ulcer. But I do not think
he will be able to state the facts in
his report. They are without the
pale of the English language, and
for my part I shall not again lefer
to them.

And the " Queen rof the Bul-

garians," the young school mis-
tress, what became of her? Alas!
her fate was only that of hundreds
of others. I could not. ask her to
relate all the ; story of her misfor-
tunes. It was too plainly written
in the pale, dejected, though still
gentle and sympathetic face. But
we saw a woman in Otluk-k-ui who
was present when she fell into the
hands' of three or - four Bashi-Bazouk- s.

Yes, this educated, in-

telligent, sensitive yoting girl .was
seized and "outraged, ln the pres-
ence of half a dozeivofher com-
rades and I neigh bora, by: th rea or
four brutea who Btili pollute the
earth with their vile existence.

Exaggerated SJrHeoiy, indeed,"
and if your own daughter had been
treated in the iameriray, would
you still go on prating about exag- -

feration? But tni8"wM,not enough,was shotdown in his
own house, and she and her mother
dug hia grave in ttaeir garden and
buried him, and stllhthe poor girl

in even a moie iiornoie wav. were
sent to Tatar-Bazardj- ik. Here fche
was surrounded by the Turkish
population, hooted, jeered, pelted
with muu, spat upon, and insulted
with the foulest epithets that a
Turkish mob could find. It roat- -

teied not that she was ee t6or
weeping girl all alone amonar a
crowd of enemies fiends rather
than men. There is no pity in the
breasts of these savages. Then,
fainting, insensible, she was thrown
into a cart and sent ofT to Philip-nonoli- s,

thrown into prison there
and kept on bread and water until
the arrival of Mr. Schuyler. Then
she was set at liberty, ill, shattered
iu health and broken hearted.

Wo saw this same Mudir cfOt-luk-k- ul

when we were there. Mr.
Baring spoke of him as the most
filthy brute he ever saw. Tho veiy
night Mr. Baring was theie, the
Mudir, as if in very contempt for
his presence in tho place, sent tor
two young manied women, whoso
husbaudej had been killed in the
massacre, to come to his house.
They refused. The next nitrht
when Mr. Schuyler was there, he
again sent for them, and theyaain refused; but they came to
Mr. Schuyler next dav in despair.
saying they felt sure that as soon as
we Jelt the village he would send
biszaptiehs for them. When Mr.
Schuyler spoke to the Governor of
I'hiUppopolis about this Mudir, lie
simply replied that he knew he
wan j bad man, but he had no bet-
ter man to put in his place. This
man will not be punished, nor will
Achmet Aga. the destrover of
Batak, nor another Achmet Acra.
equally infamous, who destroyed
I'erustuza; nor lossun Joey, who
burnt Klissura; nor Shifket Pacha,
who, beaten as a general in Bosnia
aud Herzegovina, wreaked his ven-
geance on the unresisting people of
Bazardj ik, where his generalship
had full scope. These men have,
on the contrary, been rewarded,
decorated aud promoted. And we
can do nothing; I am sure nothing
will be done. Diplomacy is im-

potent. If Sir Henry Elliot re-

mains in Constantinople he will
make a few mild representations to
the Porte, which the latter will re-

ceive with the best possible grace,
and that is all. How could it be
otherwise? Sir Henry not be
lieve in the atrocities. How can
he be expected to make strong re-

presentations on the subject? Or a
strong man mar be s.nt in his
place, who will go so far as to make
urgent representations to the Porte,
or who may even go the length ol
making strong representations.The Porto will promise every tiling.It will give assurance of the most
benevolent intentions, it will utter
the most phi'anthopic protestations,the government will issue more
paper leforms, the diplomatistswill be satisfied and that will be
tho end of it.

It cannot be otherwise. There
are not a dozen Turks in the em-
pire who see the necessity ot reform.
There is nobody to carry out the
reforms. The Mutle-eer- if of Philip-popoli- s

told the simple truth when
he said lie had no better Mudir to
send to Otiuk-ku-l instead of the
drunken beast who is there now.
But they would not carry out re-
forms if they could. The Mutlo-serifi- of

Philippopolis has the repu-
tation of being too favorable to the
Bulgarians, and when we were
there the Turks were loudly de
manding his recall. He seemed
like a very honest, conscientious
man desirous of doing what was
right. He entered into the ques-
tion of the misery of the burnt out
people with Mr. Schuyler and Mr.
Baring in an earnest, serious waythat carried with it the conviction
that he was really working hard to
relieve their sufferings. He said
money was to bo given them, their
cattle to be restored, their houses to
be rebuilt aud every possible thingdone for them. He was so earnest,
so serious, so thoroughly convinced
of the necessity of these measures,
that you could not doubt his good
intentions. And yet, not only are
the cattle not restored, not only are
the houses not rebuilt, but Mr.
Schuyler has found that this same
plausible, earnest, conscientious
Governor, at the very moment that
he was making these promises to
him and Mr. Baring, was issuing
the strict orders that the people of
Batak, as well as ot the other burn-
ed villages, be forced to pay their
regular taxes as though nothing
had happened. And this is one of
the good men one who is so
friendly to the Bulgarians that the
Turks demand his recall. Here is
an example of Turkish ideas of re-

form. Until the last year the whole
male Christian population, from
infants one day old up to the
age of one hundred, had to paj'the military exemption tax.
Last year, however, a great reform
was ushered in with a loud flour-
ish of trumpets. In future only
those capable or military service
wero to pay the exemption tax,
and there wero great rejoicings
among the people. But when the
tax came to be levied, what was
the astonishment of everybody to
find that each village was ordered
to pay exactly the same sum as be
fore. The tax was only redistribu
ted. 1 ho round sum before paid
by the whole population of the
village now falls on the shoulders
of those only capable of military
duty. But the whole amount must
be made up. This is the Turkish
idea of reform and the Turkish way
of throwing dust in the eyes of
Europe.

And theise are the people from
whom we expect reforms.
There v. ill be no reforms.
Tho thousands of helpless women
and children, of babes and suck
lings slaugntered in cold blood.
whose bones and fie?h are fattening
the son oi ijuigaria, cry out agaiust
the hollow mockery, and give it
the He.

And jou say, O statesmen of
Europe, that the status quo must
be maintained; that this must last.
I tell you it will not last. You
must find another solution for the
Eastern question, or another solu
tion will nnd you. It win not last,
or civilization is a delusion, justice
a mockery, and Christianity a farce
and a failure. Correspondence
London Vauy JVews.
