THE RELIEF SOCLETY.

The iTth of this month I8 the 66th an-
niversary of the organization of the
Rellef Society, which occurred on the
17th of March, 1842, On that day the
Prophet Josoph called together s num-
bor of sleers and gave them instrucs
tions wvegarding thoe work that has
Erown to such an importance in the
Church.

The Prophet Joseph counseled the
slsters to fellowship one another, and
live us exemplars to the daughters of
Zion, Relief Society work was to be-
come naot only a temporal blessing, but
& spiritual force in the Church The
members were to provide food and
clothing for the needy, administer to
the wants of the sick and afflicted, but
algo o give spivitual advice and com-
fort, I'heir mission was to be both of
@ temporal and spiritual nature.

The Relief Society was the first aux-
flary organization of the Church, 1t
was the only one orgunized by the
Prophet Joseph. It hasg remained true
10 itg calling, It has & membership of
aver 85,000, Wherever there iy a Ward
or a4 Branch of the Church, there s a
Relief Soclety, And everywhere its in-
fluence is felt for good,

It has been sald, sometimes, that
“Mormonism' degrades women, or does
not recognize them ag the equals of

men. It appears that the Prophet Jo-
seph organized the first great philans
thropie society of women in this coun-
try, and that he bacame the great fore-
runner in this fleld, us in s0 many oth-
ers where imitators have followed him,

The Rellef Society is a standing testi-
mony to the recognitlon in the Church
of the gifts and graces with which
women dre endowed, and their equal
responsibility in the work for the salva-
tion of mankjnd. Let it be remembered
by the estimable women of the country,
who have been misled to believe that
In “Mormonism' women are slaves,
that ths great and noble women who,
over 60 years ago, formed the Relief
Soclety, and their successors in the
work, became among the first to declare
for woman suffrage in this country,
and to take part in the national con-
veutions convened for the furtherance
of woman's rights. That is one of the
fruitg of “‘Mormonism,"

An unknown friend in Texas criticizes
the “News"” for designating certain ef-
forts ut disfranchising the negroes in
the South aeg “inlouftous.”

But our critic places his objection to
the negro vote on rather peculiar
ground. He claims; in a lttle pamphlet
thiat has come to this office, that only
the Caucasians are created in the lm-
age of Cod; that “the Ethioplan, iIn
spite of perverted passages of Scripture,
wis not an object of Christ's mission;™
that the negro is a Lamanite with a
curge upon him; and that ail the ol
ored race Is good for I8 glavery. He
oven goes so far ag to clalm that the
colored races do not belong to the
“world,” and his reasoning on this point
is peculfar, He says:

“I'he churches, almost without excep-
tlon, In view of thelr impotence in the
way of advancing the cause of Christ,
have for the past century or more,
adopted a false interpretation of the
word ‘world’ used In the New Testa-
ment, s0o as 1o Include blacks of all
shades of color and of whatsoever orf-
gin, and In faos of the fact that every
respectabie authority, such as Gibhon,
ete, will agree that until the time of
Columbus, this word meant the region
about the Mediterranean gea, or the
countries inhabited by the white race,
in proof of which, such reglons were
only embraced when the disclples re-
ceived thelr allotments for fields of
missionary labors Though easy of
approach, none were seént to London,
China, or Japan, for the palpable rea-
son that the people of these regions
were not affected by Adam's fall, what-
ever may have been their origin?"'

We must confess that this reasoning
does not appeal to us. We are aware
that speculation has given prise to vari-
ous opinions regarding the origin and
unity of the human race, but the prob-
ability, even from a sclentific view, is
for the unity of origin. Darwin says:
“When naturalists observe a close
agreement In numerous small details
of hablts, tastes, and dispositions be-
tween nearly allled natural forms, they
usge this fact as an arguiment that all
are descended from a4 common progeni-
tor, who was thus endowed; and, con-
sequently, that all should be classed un-
der the same species, The same argu-
ment may be applied with much force
to the races of man.'

S0 much for the argument of science,
1t is held by Blumenback, Prichard,
Cuvier, Max Muller, and others, while
on the other slde are Kant, Haeckel,
Agassiz, and others.

But our anonymous friend telis us
that the Ethioplan was not an object
of Christ's mission.

But the Vene-
zueclans clalm, In justification of the
selzure, that the company financed o re-
belllon in Venezuela, 1f the Venezuelans
can make good thelr counter clalm, we
may owe them some reparation. If that
country can demonstrate that it only
confiscated the concession to o forelgn
corporation when the latter entered in
to 4 consplracy to overthrow the ex-
isting government, we can oly say that
any other country would have done the
same under similar provocation.

Our relations with Venezuela have
not been very cordial lately, It is to
be hoped that justice be done and that
all cause of frlietion be removed,

FOREST PLANTING.

The Vermont Experiment station
has just issued a timaly bulletin on the
subject of forest planting In  that
State.

Some of the advice as to the Kinds
of soll suited for planting, and, with
seme modifiention, as to the time for
planting should be founda applicakle
to forestry in Utah

The method and as we should =sup-
posge the Kinds of trees rocommended
for Vermont might be suitable for
many of our higher eanyons,

Forest trees may he started from
seed. Sowlng the seed in the ficld
efther broadeust or in spots Is not ail-
vieed, It I8 hLetter practice to gow
it th seed beds and to transplant the
seodlingy whon strong enough,

Home growing of tree seedlings in
garden beds or rows is practicable, It
roaulres an understanding of the
methods suited to each kind, coupled
usually with some practical experi-
anrce, to insurs full success, Locusts
and other declduous trees make strong
growth from the start and o present
rolatively lttle difficulty. They can
b+ planted In drills, an® may be trans-
planted to the field when one year
old.

Coniferous sceds such as pine,
spruce, ete,, need more care and thoe
seedlings must remaln in the =eed bed
two years before they are  large
enough to be transplanted. 'The bed
st be on wall drained soil, prefer-
ably a sandy loam, free from weed
seeds, in good tilth and carefully pre-
pared. The seed may bhe drilled but
fa better broadcasted. In the latter
case elghi io twelve ounces of seed
ghould be =own on a bed four by
twelve feet. This seed should then
be lightly covered with soll and the
whole protected by a layer of leaves,
straw or other litter or a close shade
to hold molsture until germination be-
ging, This requires two weeks or
more, according to temperature con-
dltions. Partial shade must be kept
over the seediings during the first
summer, aither by brush or lath
goreens, If sparrows or other birds
are numerous g netting to keep them
away Is also desirabla. A protective
covering of leaves or something sim-
ilar 1s needad the first winter. There-
after they require no unusgual atten-
tion, The chief cause of fallure is
damping off, & fungous diseass Which
attacks the stems of the seedlings
during the month immediately fol-
lowing their germination. S8prinkl-
ing the surface of the bed with hot
sand ls a partial preventlve, but the
chief reliance must consist in keep-
ing the surface of the beds ns dry as
practicable during this eritical perl-
od. It g evident from what has been
sald that until one has had exper!-
eénce he should proceed on only a
small scale In such nursery-bed work.

The roots of such zeedlings as are
recommended are small wand the
planting 1s 2 simple matter, It is best
done by two men, one opening the
holes with a grub hoe or spade, the
other setting the plants by hand,

Transplanting native seedlings s
satisfactory and practical for decid-
uous, or broad leaved trees, such as
maple, It can also be done with
good results In the case of the con-
ifers or evergreens, such s pine,

spruce, eto, whera thoe seedlings are
vbundant, especially with the white

Mr. 8Bmoot made & very able
address on the natlon’s banking laws,
the other day, and developed u grasp of
the subject he was not generally sup-
posed 10 possasy, Roferrl to the Pop-
ulistic notion of guaranteeing bank de-
posits, the following excerpt from Mr.,
SBmoot's spesch is strikingly sensible,
and we Delleve it will be indorsed
heartily by bankers and buainess men:

'Now, we have all forms of cur-
rency passing everywhere with equal
value, paper being preferred to gold
beaoausge it 18 more convenient to carry.
I think an experiment with a form of
currency differing radically from the
forma to which the peopla are accus-
tomed would prove risky. Mr, Presi-
dent, 1 do not favor a guaranty of bank
deposits by the Government, becuse [
do not think it necessary, and I do not
believe that the Government—the whole
peonple—<should go security for indlvid-
un! interests, We should avold such a
policy on grounds of principle, If the
Government shonld undertake to guar-
antee oua- business, it would be called
on to guaranteee another. The prece-
dent would be set and the scramble for
political favors and political advantage
would be begun., Such a policy would
put all hanks on terms of equality, so
far as the publle s concarned, regard-
less of how they were managed. The
deposits in a bank are now an expres-
sfon of confidence In its management,
The bank which hag won the confidence
of the public by capabie and honest
management has the right to the ad-
vantage it has go honorably gained, It
{g useless to try to sneer away this lden,
Of course, if all banks were taxed to
raire a fund to guarantee deposits, the
hest managed banks, which would de-
rive no benefit, would have to pay as
well ug the poorly managed baunks, in
whose interest such a plan would op-
erate. 1 will admit that if this plan
were made one of voluntary insurance
instead of taxation, all would probably
go into it. The best managed banks
would be placed at a disadvantage if
thelr depositors were not insured while
those of other banks were. 'This plan
would place a premium on mismanage-
ment and be an injustico to men who
have won confidence by lives of integri-
ty. "
