Washington, 7. Secretary Whitney
yesterday sent the following letter to
Mr. Koach and his assignees and sure-
ties on the contract for the Chicago :

"Uy the seventh clause of your con-
tract with the United States, dated
July 20th, 1888, for the construction of
one steel cruiser 01 aoout i.ow tons
displacement. It was agreed that the
hull, machinery and httings of such
vessel should be completed and ready
for inspection for the purpose of de-

livery, on or before the expiration of
18 months from the date of contract.
It was further provided In the eleventh
clause that in case of failure or omis-
sion to fulfil the contract, or If at any
stage prior to full completion, from
any cause other than orders from
the Secretary of the Navy, there
should be a failure to go forward with
the work and make satisfactory pro-
gress toward completion, it should be
optional with the Secretary to declare
the contract forfeited.
. More than six months have now
elapsed since the expiration of the
limit thus fixed and work upon the
vessel has been stopped. Much re-

mains to be done before she can be tin-al- ly

completed but at the same time it
is evident that the public Interest re-

quires that the vessel In question, "the
Chicago,, be completed with all pos-
sible speed, and It has, therefore, be-

come necessary for tbe .department to
take immediate action looking
to that end. Under these circum-
stances and the failure of the con-
tractor to proceed with the work, I
have to inform you that the contract
above referred to is hereby declared to
be forfeited on the part of the con-

tractor, and that the rights - of-t- he

United States under the contract, and
especlelly under the eleventh, twelfth
and thirteenth clauses thereof ,fare now
operative. You are farther informed
that it is tbe Intention of the depart-
ment after an Inventory and appraise-
ment shall have been had, to take steps
for the prosecution of the work, and
the completion of said vessel in ac-

cordance with the conditions expressed
in the contract; and tbat in tbe rrean- -
tlme the Bureau of Steam Engineering
and Construction and Kepair 01 this
department will take charge of the
vessel, machinery, materials and fit
tings. '

Similar lettors were also sent In re
gard to the Atlanta and iJonfon, and an-

other was Issued to the Chiefs of cer-
tain bureaus to take charge of the
work. In issuing the order SecretaryIVkltn......! lThn npHartafind tn.
day with reference to the Botton, At-

lanta and Chicaao. is made in pursu
ance of my duties under the eleventh
clause of the contract. Under tbat
section there is to follow an inventory
fihnwlnc to what Doint tbe corrmletion
of the vessels have come and what
material is on hand in the contractor's
vard which has been provided for the
ships, and how far the work has pro-
gressed, to be followed by a valuation
of these things. There is a proposition
that the department snail aeciae
whether to complete tho ships as the
matter now stands, inere is no ques-
tion of my duty to go on and do this,
and it works an incidental benefit of
coarse, to tbe contractors and to his
emnloves. The government steps in
to the yard: takes possession of the
htos.

Espionage In Russia.

In Russia, says the Rev. Dr. Buck-
ley, a child ten years of age cannot go
avvav from home to school without a
passport. Corr mon servants and peas-
ants cannot go away from where they
live without a passport. A gentleman
.residing in Moscow or St. Petersburg
cannot receive tne visit 01 a menu
"who remains many hours without no-

tifying the police of his or her arrival,
as the case mav be. The porters of all
"houses are compelled to make returns
of arrival and departure 01 strang-
ers. And for every one of these
passports a charge Is made of
some kind. When I came to leave
Russia my Ipassport was examined,
and an Inspection placed upon it that
"there was do reason, so far as the of-

ficers knew, why 1 should not be per-
mitted to cross the frontier. " Think-
ing myself by this time safe, and
perceiving that the person who trans-
acted the business spoke a little Eng-
lish, I said: "You have charged me
two roubles for certifying that you
have no objections to my leaving the
country. If It will be of any use to
you I will give you a certificate gra-
tuitously that I have not the slights
objection to leaving it." At which he
produced a grimace and a sound which
can only be described as an attempt to
blend a grin and a growl.

A Natural Refrigerator. A

Kentucky paper says ; In Brecken
Cnntv. three miles from Walk

er's mill. Is one of the most remarkable
natural Ice-hou- ses In the world, and a
curiosity well worth traveling some
distance to see. It consists of a cave
with an entrance about eight feet wide
and twelve feet tiUcb. The temper
ature In this cave ranges about twenty
degrees above eero tbe year round, and
iu the summer time the change is so
ereat that it nearly freezes a person to
death to sro into it.
