THE GREAT STORM.

Further Particulars Coming In,

DeTrorr, 16.—Reports are slowly
coming In of the damage bf the storm.
In most cases the damage Is to fences,
trees, roefs, etc. The gale up the
river and the water in Lake St. Clair
was raised to an unprecedented helm
belng seven feet slx inches bighert
ever before known. Heavy losses are
rnrorted all along the snore of the
lake, particularly on the American
#lde, between Fair Haxen and New
Baltimore. The water extended a mile
and a half upon the land fluated away
muoch valuable timber and small honses.
The sloop yacht Turk, of Detrolt, was
carried sway by the water but finally
| in an orchard 150 feet from
shore. The flelds were generally lnun-
dated.

Galveston, 18.—Late reports from
Johnson’s Bayou bring the terrible in-
telligence that B3 persons are Dow

[onumerable touching, heart-rending
incidents of the storm are narrated by
the survivors. One house, containing
fourteen colored . persons was seen
to go down with a crash, and every one
of them was lost. Instances are related
of husbands lashing wives and children
to the floating wreckage and then see-
ing them killed by heavy logs peing
driven against them, The heavy dam-
age to property can only bo estimated
’ti‘.'r the value of the town, for all Is lost.
he Sabine & Texas Railway is washed
out for a distance of 10 miles. The ties
have floated off and the rails are twist-
ed like wires, the effect of Lhe gresat
burricane.

Millions of dead filsh areccastup by
the waves and thousands of birds also
strew Lhe ground.
