He drove over lh very quick time,
making about 30 miles in two hours
and a quarter. He examined the band
and found that some of the Joints of
the lingers were pulled out and said
that ha would have to amputate the
hand. He administered ether to the
child and amrfttated the hand
Just above the wrist, which was very
successfully done. In the evening the
parents started out for Montpelier,where Dr. Hoover will have the child
uuder bis care.
