BSbe turned again io the direc-
tion she was going when she saw the
Utab Central train which was backing
down at a good speed close upon her.
The bystanders were struck dumb with
horror, for €each expected 1o see the
lady knocked down and mapgled un-
der the woeels of the advancipg car.

By a supreme effort Matt Hincbeliffe
managed to spatch the lady from
the track; and thus in all probability
saved her lile. Her safely is not
the resuit of any precaotion on the

‘The Brickyards.

Fast of tte Clty Cemetery, in the
Twenty-first Ward, are located the
biick yards of Edward Brain, which
are pow In full operation. Twenty-
seven men sre empioyed,and with a
machine operated by 8 six-horse
pPoOwWEr slicam eogive, manu-
facture 20,000 brick per’ day.
The clay used s put into pits for
dewpening, from which it is thrown
Icto tke machine. After the grinding
process, bricks sare taken out at the
rate of eixty per minute, and lald oh
the yard to be sun-dried. From tbere
theyare placed in kilas for burning.
Onpe of these kilns s pow being buils,
and, like niost of the others, wiil con=
taln 320,000 bricks. About eighty tons
of coal are pscd in the burnipg of each
kllp, and glter cooling the brick Is

sorted and ready for use, the ustal

cost ab the yard being about $7 per
thou=and.

Ccosiderable diftficulty is experi-
cuced in the manu’sacture at present,
owlng to the ecarcity of water, and

The Crawford Case.
Cricaco, Aongust  20.—The News'
Washiogton special =ays: Dr. Craw-
ford, of the navy, who bhas been on
trinl Bere during the last two weeks,
charged wiln immorality, was pro-
nounced gullty tc-day by a trial jus-

tice end septenced to twelve months
in jail. Thiscase has excited general in-
terest in social circles because of the
hﬁh standiog of the defendant, and
h¥s attracted the atteution of the legal
Iraternity because it Is the first case
brought under what is known as the
Utah law, by which both parties to
the offense charged are made Hable.
