Kan Francisco, 10. --The Call
publisbes an interview with John
P. Swilt, one of the commissioners
to negotiate a treaty with China,
who returned by the steamer Gaelic.
Ilef states that the report regardingthe treaty published by the New
Yorklcra&t and telegraphed to tbis
coast, was authentic, the informa-
tion contained therein having been
Imparted by the commissioner to
the Herald correspondent who ac-

companied the commission. Mr.
Swift says that In addition to the
points heretofore made public, the
treaty oontains.a clause ressrving to
the United States therizhtto termi
nate at any time the residence of
Chinese laborers in this country. It
wss also tacitly understood that the
Chinese cannot be naturalized in the
United States, and that the naturali-
zations already accomplished shall
be considered null and void. The
negotiations were concluded Novem-
ber 20th. Everything was ready on
tbe 15th, but the word "disaster"
occurred in the' treaty, and It & a
law of China that that word cannot
be presented to the emperor within
five dayw of certain i mportan t Men ts,
among wliicli is Jthe birthday ofa
member of the royal family, which
necessitated a delay of about two
weeks.
