extending from Havana to Matanzas.
In general, railway fare is phenomen-
ally high. Ihe tariff from Havana to
C'irnf tiegos, on the southern coa.st, is

You see every peasant, black or white,
stow some live chickens away under
the seat, and you wonder as I have done
a score of times, why everybody per-
sists in this curious habit. I have seen
two-thir- ds of the wealthy Cuban pas-
sengers on a steamboat; take chickens
Into their first-cla- ss cabins. When the
train stops at a statiou of some im-

portance, in rush men and bovs with
various kinds of native fruits fo'r sale,
country cheese, lightning bugs, and,
above all, lottery tickets. The light-
ning bugs are principally purchased by
tourists, as curiosities, for the Cuban
lightning bug, if he could be trained to

Stage Pronunciation.
"On the question .of pronunc iation

there is something to be said, which, I

think, in ordinary teaching is not sntll-cientl- y

considered," says Henry Irving.
"Pronunciation on the stage should be
simple and unaffected, but not always
fashioned rigidly according to a dic-
tionary standard. No less an authori-
ty than Cicero points out that pronun-
ciation must vary widely according to
the emotions to be expressed ; that it
may be broken or cut,, with a varying
or direct sound, and that it serves fur
the actor the purpose of color to the'
painter, from which to draw his varia-
tions. Take the simplest illustration
the formal pronunciation of 'A-- h' is
'Ah,' of ()-- h' is 'Oh; but you cannot
stereotype the expression of emotion
like this. These exclamations are
words of one syllable, but the speaker
who is sounding the gacnut of human
feeling will not be restricted in his
pronunciation by the dictionary rule.
It is said of Edmund Kean that he
never spoke such ejaculations, but al-

ways sighed or groaned them. Fancy
an actor saying, 'My DesdemousH Oh,
oh, oh I ' Words are intended to ex
press feelings and ideas, not to bind
them in rijiid fetters: the accents of
pleasure are different from the accents
of pain, and if a feeling is more accur-
ately expressed, as in nature, by a va-
riation of sound not provided for by
tne laws of pronunciation, then sucn
imperfect laws must be disregarded
ana nature vindicated. The word
should be the echo of the sense."

Clay as a Curative.
Dr. Addinell Hewsoii, of Philadel-

phia, in the current number of the
Medical Bulletin gives some interesting
accounts of his experiences with earths
as topical or local remedies in cases
of erysipelas, smallpox, measels and
scarlet fever, lie says that in cases ol
.those four diseases which have fallen
under iiis care since 18U2, he has used
applications of clay without distinc-
tion, and has always found a direct and
rapid reduction of temperature; a dis-

sipation of pain or distressing local
sensations which belong to each of
these diseases; a diminution of the
duration which is characteristic of
each; the allaying of the intensity of
the treneral or constitutional symp-
toms; the prevention of the complica-
tions which occur so frequently as to
have been long recognized as char-
acteristic of each special disease, and
the destruction of all contagiousness
and power oi propagation of each Dr.
llewsou tells a story of a patient who
had smallpox, and insisted that he
should use clay upon one-ha- lf of his
person and the French emplastrum de
vigo on the other. The doctor drew a
line through the centre of his lore-hea- d,

nose, lips, chin and neck to the
top of his sternum. He then applied
the margin of the plaster along this
line, with the body of it over to the
left. The clay was spread over the
o'.her side. This dressing averaged a
fourth of an inch in depth, except on
the eyelids, where it was over half an
inch. The result was that when the
patient got well the side of his face
upon which the French plaster was
used was disfigured. The other side
upon which the clay had been spread
was not marked at all.
