ABOUT BATTLE-FLAGS.

HOW CLOSELY BENTIMENT AND COLD
BUSINESS GET TOGETHER.

, besides those carried by the spe-
cial corps, which will take at =0 many
yards each, atotal of suchandsuch a
guantity of blue, yellow, red and white

silk, ich at s0 much per yard will
represept etc., etc., umntll you grow
tired of the whole subject. ut a sol-

dier will tell youn that the celors are
precious things, to be fought for, to

‘die for, to endure for; to be protected

by the whole regiment, to be ayed
with & red beyend the dyer’s art before
they are given up or surrendered. A
reg{mant without colors is bat one re-
move from & regiment without a uni-
form. Tue blood that was ghed in
saizing or proteeting this or that color
in the war would make a small lake.
When it is considered how sacred are
‘these yards of sllk il seems as If they
should be exempt in their manufac-
tures and supply from the coarse ma-
terialism of the contractor; that some
military artist should weave into them
the fire of bls own spirit; that they
should seize and imprison in advance
the fl-rce lizght of battle in their tolds.
But the officer I Washlugton whose
business it is to keep the army well
controlled will bave nethisg to do with
s0 nunbusiness like an idea. He simply
advertises for sealed proposals,
that is all.

Horse-Teeth Developments.

There is & wonderful upiformity in
the first appearance, number coming
at & time, annual stages of maturine,
markings, and decay of horses’' teems,
If the time ever comes wheun the human
species sufficiently conforms to whole-
seme diet and other sanitary require
ments as to enjoy even an approach to
a horse’s unitormity of dental devel-
opment, a prolific source of misery
among the present generation will be
avoided. A mouthful of seund and
regular teetb—rarely appreciated by
those who have them, but iutensely
coveled by the toethless—is of more
value than much gold. )
The colt is either born with eight
froot teeth, Or these soon Aappear.
They are called milk teeth, four of
which are above and four below, When
one year old four more teeth appear,
one at each outer end of boilh the
upper and lower rows. These latter
are only shells at first, bul hecome
filled out for use during the colt’s
second year. At or a little beiore
three years of age the center two ol
the colt’s upper teeth fall oul,and soon
after,the corresponding two below,and
all four aresoon replaced by ‘»ermanem
ones. Atabout four years old the four

and are replaced with new ones; and
at about flve the outer tour original
milk teeth are shed, permanent enes
takingtbeir places, Inthe meaniime
the 24 back molars have developed,

At six years of age the warks in the
two central upper iront teeth disap-

adjoining, and at eight{ those in the
two outer uppers disappear. At nine
the marksin the two lower central
frout teeth become obliterated; at 10
those in the two contiguous ones; and
at 11 those in the remainiog lower
front teetn disappear,

Thus the age o1 a colt, or of & horse
under twelve Iyears of age, can be
pretty accurately told by any close eb-
server who has learned the facts rela-
tive to horse-teeth developments, Al-
though ¢he age at which teeth become
#0 worn off that the marks do not
show ls varied somewhat by kinds of
feed—hard corn in the ear, for-instance,
