That Fight in Kansas,

LiBERAL, Kas., July 28.—The bodies
of four men killed by the Hugotown

No
further shooting is reported. Herbert
Tony, the 17 year old boy, who was 8o
seriously wonnded, made an ante mor-
tem statement in which he said that
thelr party was surprised by twenty
Hugotown men while resting near
Wild Horse Lake, and that he, Sheriff
Croses, Royla Wilcox, Bob Hubbard,
and Cyrus W. Eaton, were shot down
in cold blood by the Hugotown men,
who afterwards emptied their rifles
into the bodies of the dead men, bat
did not come mear them.
