the Uidted States, to which the
Indian title has been or may here
after be extinguished, shall bo sub
ject to the right of pre emptlon,
under the conditions, restrictions,
and stipulations provided by law.

Urn ?- -l Tho fnlllnrinnr nlflau
of lands, unless otherwise specially
provided for by law, shall not be
subject to tne rights of pre-emptio- n,

to wit:
first. Iiands Included in any

reservation by any treaty, law, or
proclamation of the President, for
any purpose.

Second. Bands include i within
the limits of any incorporated towu,
or eelected as the site of a city or
town.

Third. Banda actually settled
and occupied for purposes of trade
and bujluess, and not for agrtcul
ture.

Fourth. Iiands on which are
situated any known salines or
mines.

8eO. 2259. Every person, being
the head of a family, or widow, or
single person, over the age of twen
ty-o- ne years, and a citizen or tne
United states, or having uieu a ae
claration of intention to become

Deseret Museum. Dr. E. Palmer,
of Davenport, Iowa, has presented
to President Brigham Young, for
the Museum, copies of a report of
the exploration of an Indian
mound, on the Santa Clara River,
a few miles from St. George, iu
southern Utah. It appears that
largo quantities of stone imple
ments and pottery were discovered,
vessel of hard-bur- nt earthenware,
stone mortars, "metatls," pestles,
grinding-stoues- , flint arrows and
spear heads, and such Indian , im
plements or property as could not
be destroyed by fire. From the
appearance of the human remains
found, it seems tlwy had been
burned, in fact that cremation was
practised by tho mound-builde- rs

of that region. The Doctor thinks
the Moquis, Pimos and Maricopas
tribes now living are descendants
of these ancient Indians.

Returned From England. Yes
terday we had the pleasure of meet-

ing with Elder Peter Barton, who
returned from a mission to Eng-
land, on Suuday evening, with the
company of .Saints which arrived
then, and of which he had charge
on the journey. Wo learn from
him that the trip, both by sea and
landwas a pleasint and prosperous
one.

Elder Barton has been absent
from home about two years and
three months, and during all the
time of his stay in England he la-

bored in the Sheffield Conference,
over which he presided, and where
the work is prospering. About the
beginning of the present year six-
teen were baptized at a place called
Tupton, besides others being added
in various other pait3 of th.e Con
ference. The Sunday previous to
his leaving Sheffield he baptized
five persona in that City. He en- -

joyed his labors greatly and returns
in excellent health and spirits.

On the voyage across the Atlan
tic, on board the Wyoming, several
meetines were held, wmcn were
attended not only by the Saints,
but also by most of the other pas
sengers, who appeared to be very
much interested.

register of the land district in which
