of a revolution both bertlvs
move at both ends evenly, equally
and correspond ingly, for each turn
of tho crank turns the rod which
turns the wheels on their tracks,
which have teeth corresponding to
Uio cogs on tho wheel. This regu-
lar and uniform rise is preserved by
the key at tho end of the rod fitting
into a grooved slot, which holds the
bcths in place and recnts the
movement in any but tho upward
or downward direction by even Uie
smallest part of an inch.

The Care or a Watch.

There is no other personal belong-
ing to which good care Is more es-
sential than a watch, and hardly
any other that Is more recfclers'ly

The baby iIays wlUi It, Uio
housewife lays ilirKy fingers upon
Iiritislelt open at t for con-
venience, or subjected to alterations
of heat and cold by being hung
against the chimney Hue. There Is
the highest authority for saying
that tho best place for a watch Is Its
owner's pocket. Tho pocket should
bo a clean one, and Uio watch be
further protected by a chamois tag.
1 1 should te wound up with even,
steady motion, not ?oo fast or too
slow, and a near as posslblust the
same hour of Uio day. Morn-lu- g

is tho lvt time for it. and
if it Is done while Uio watch has
still an hour or two to run, there
wUl lie much less wear and tear of
the mainspring. In fact, paradox-
ical as It sound", a watch will wear
out twice asfoou by running one
day In ten as It wouU If kept run-
ning all the time. Ixt It lie Ilat as
little as possible. When nit in Uio
poskst Keep it hanging by its ring
In a case ortomo soft, Uilck Out!,
preferably of wool or silk.
