eharcres of riot, tumult, bribery or
corruption on a hearing of parties
interested in the office. It never
could have been meant that this
board, of its own motion, sitting in
New Orleans, at a distance from
tho place of voting and without
notice, could decide the right of
persons claiming to be elected.
There is no more dangerous form
of eeif delusion than that whlah in
duces men in high places of public
trust, to violate law, to redress or
prevent what they deem public
wrong;.

These references to the report of
the congressional committee upon
the action of this same returning
board in 1S71, and its construction
of the statute are made that the
public may know how this board
and Its rulings were regarded by
prominent gentlemen, one of them
a candidate for Vice-Preside- at
thfc recent election, at'a time when
its decision did not affect a Presi-
dential election, we reirard it
as indisputable that the
the returning board has no juris
diction to inquire into and reject
the returHS from any voting place
in the State on account of intimi
dation, acts of violeuc, or other
course mentioned in Ihe statute
unless the foundation for such in
quiry ami rejection is laid at Un
tune and in the manner provided
by the statute.

Tte proceedings of the board, in
executive session, to wnich we
were admitted, consisted in open- -

injr the leturns from each parish
and examining tho votes for Presi
dential electors. ro protest or
objection appeared among the pa
pers, and there was no outside pro-
test from any one. The returns
were sent to a private room to be
tabulated by the clerks, all of whom
were "republicans, who kept their
action, secret. If any protest was
found among the papers or from
outside parlies tne returns were
laid aside to be afterwards
considered by the board in secret.
In the few cases in which there
were charges of fraud, intimida-
tion or other illegal acts, the can-
didates or their attorneys were
permitted to take copies of the
charges, and tho testimony, taken
on written interrogatories, were
submitted In regard to such parish
es, December second. After all
the returns had been opened,
the board went into secret
session, and we were not
permitted to see the computation
of returns already made, nor to
know what rules the board adopted
in passing upon the contested cases,
nor the process by which it arrived
at the results. We have been furn-
ished a atriplicate, or certified copy
of the duplicate statement of the
canvassers of the election of all
the polling places in the State,
from which' has been compiled
a consolidated statement of
the entire voto of the State
for presidential elee-tors-. From
this statement, which we believe
to be accurate, the majority for the
highest Tiliien elector over the
lowest Hayes elector is 8,957, and
the majority for tho lowest Tllden
elector over the highest Hayes
elector is G,300. The returns in our
possession correspond precisely.' in
most cases, with those opened by
the returning board. The differ-
ence in tho aggregate arises
mainly from the fact that
the board-- : did. not have all
the returns before it. The
supervisors, all of whom were re-

publicans, many of them employ-
ees in the custom house in New
Orleans, some nou-residen- ts of the
State, and one of them under

for murder, withheld the
statements of the committees of
the election. In some instances,
where the democratic majorities
were given, amounting in the
aggregate to about 1,500 votes,
the returning board refused to issue
certified copies of the duplicate of
the missing returns filed -- in the
offices of the Secretary of State and
the clerk of the district courts, or
to take any' effective measures to
procure the originals. The return
ing board, in proclaiming the result
of the vote for electors, made no
statement of the vote cast in the
several parishes, but simply an
nounced the aggregate vote for each
elector .in the State, "giving the
Hayes electors' a inajoritv varyingfrom 4,626 to 4,712. yT accomplish
this, they disenfranchised' 3,350
democratic and -- ,402 -

republi-
can voters. This announcement
Js more ru tho face of the fact that
the statement made by the com-
missioners of. election, showed a
majority ranging from 6,300 to S,957
for tne l lldeu electors. No attempt
is made to give a reason for this ar
bitrary action of the board, nor is
there any statement to show what
votes were counted and what reject
ed. As well might the officers can
vassing the returns of the election
for presidential elector iu Ohio or
Massachusetts declare the Tllden
electors lu those States elected in
face tf the fact that the returns
showed a majority for the Hayes
electors. '

The murders and outrages which
have been brought to our notice ate
frequently committed by persons
of the same race upon each other,
and, in a lare majority of cas,have no political significance. I he
assumption of the republicans that
all the colored in the St.to are
necessarily - republicans, is by
uo means true. It is certain that
thousands of colored persons who
vote sq'iarely and actively sup
ported the democratic ticket. With
the law and sucn tacts before us
as have been disclosed by the ac
tion of the returning board, we do
not hesitate to declare that its prot--
ceedings, as f Ltaeseed by us, were
partial and unfair, and that tne
result it has announced is arbitrary,

1 legal and entitled to no respect
whatever.

Fifteen years ago, when Fort
Samter was fired upon by meso
sought disruption or.tne vnionf a
million; patriots, wlthbuUregard to
par tyffinations, sprang: to its de-- 4

fense. Will the same patriotic
citizens now sit by Idly and see the
tepreeentative government over
thrown by usurpation and fraud?
Shall the will of forty millions of
people, constitutionally expressed,
be thwarted by theoerrufit, arbitra
ry, and illegaljaction of aoJUlegally
constituted returning board in
Louisiana, wheeej ".Wrongful action
heretofore, in all respects similar to
its present --action, has been con
demned byall parties? It is an ad-

mitted fact thafMr.Tilden received
a majority of a quarter of a million '

This majority I ready and wijling
to submit xo the minority ; when
constitutionally entitled to demand

Chicago. 11. The papers this
morning publish tho addreya of
Palmer. Trumbull and others of
the Democratic Visiting Commit-
tee to New Orleans. It is addres-
sed to the Hon. A. S. Hewitt,
Chairman of the National Demo-
cratic Committee. They nay that
the facts connected with the elec-
tion nnl tho return show that the
action of the returniug board, in

tho election of the1roclainjing is arbitrary, unfair
and without wairant of law, and
adopt, as applicable to this canvass,
t lie language of the report made to
the United states House of Itepre-sentativ- es

in 1875, by George F.
Hoar, W. A. Wheeler and William
P. Frye, in regard to the canvass
of 1372, in which they say the so-call- ed

canvass made by the return-
ing board in the Interest of Kellogg,
seems to us to have no validity,
and is entitled to no respect what-
ever. We also adopt the language
of this report upon the condition of
Louisiana in 1S75. In the State of
Louisiana there is a Governor in
oftlce who owes his seat to the in-
terference of the national power,
which has recognized his title to
liia ofllee, not by reason of any as-

certainment of the facta by legal
process, but has based its action sole-
ly on the illegal order of a Judge.
In the same State there is a legisla
ture, one branch of which derives
its authority pavtly from the same
order, the other being organized by
a majority who have been estab
lished in power by another inter
ference of the national government
and which majority derives its titlo
not from any legal ascertainment
of the facts, but from the certificates
of a returning board which has mis
conceived and exceeded its olega
authority. .November 1, 1676, be
fore the returning board com
menced the canvass of the electora
vote, the candidates for electors on
the democratic tloket presented
protest against Its jurisdiction over
this sulject,or its canvass oi the
vote relating to the same. This
protest was summarily overruled
bv the board without affording an
opportunity for argument. No
legal proposition, in our opinion, is
clearer than that tho board was
mistaken as to its powers, and that
it had nothing whatever to do with
the electoral vote.

The election law of 1S72 and the
amendments under which the re
turning board is created and acts,
makes no provision as to the man
ner of appointing electors of Presi
dent and Vice-Preside- whether
by tho legislature or by a vote of
the people, nor whether by the
State at large or by Congressional
districts; nor does it contain any
provisions as to the qualification of
electors, tho place where they aro
to meet, nor for tilling vacancies.
Aftea quoting the Btate law gover-
ning the returning board, thev say
it is immaterial, so far as affects
the jurisdiction of the returning
board, whether the act of 1S70, re
lating to the appointment of Presi
dential electors, is repealed: if re
pealed there is no law In Louisiana
for the appointment of Presidential
electors: if not repealed, then the
canvass of the returns for such
election must be made by the Gov
ernor in presence of the Secretary
of Btate, Attorney General, a Judge
of tne district in which the
seat of government may be estab
lished, or any two of them, as re
quired by the act of 1S7U: and In
making such canvass, they would
be confined t an ascertainment of
the persons elected according to
the returns, with authority to re
ject the votes. In no event ea,n
tne returning Doaru nave jurisaiction over the returns of electors of
President and Vice President, and
their canvass of the same is, there-
fore, a nullity, and entitled to no
refpect from any one. The election
law declares that five persons,
elected by the Senate from all pol-
itic! parties, shall be the returning
oillcers for the election in the
State, a majority f whom shall
constitute a quorum, and have the
power to . make the returns of all
elections. In case of any vacancy
by death, resignation or otherwise
by either of the board, then the
Vacancy!thall be filled by the re
sidue, of tho board of returning
otticers. The present board con
siflts of only four members, to wit:
J.' Madison, Wells, T. C. Anderson,
UCftsanav and Louis M.Kenner,
one whom, T.C.Anderson, was a
candidate for the state at the
recent election of the repub
lican tickets. All ate members of
the republican party. They are the
same persons who constituted the
returning board in 1371 and can
vassed the election returns of that
year, aVuf of whom a rommitteo of
the House of Representatives of the
United States, composed of Messrs.
Hoar. Wheeler, Frye, Foster, Phelps,
Marshall and Potter, after careful
investigation of Its action, said, we
are constrained to decide that the
action of the returning board, on
the whole, was arbitrary, unjust,
and in our opinion illegal. The
vacancy in the board, occasioned
by the resignation of Oscar Arrayo,
in December, 1S74, has never been
filled, although repeated applica
tions by the representatives of the
democratic conservative party of
the State and its candidates have
been to the board to file the same.

It la appalling to think that
statements, thus made contrary to
law, arter tne result of the ejection
through the states was known with
approximate accuracy, made
as an after-though- t, by disappointeu canuia&tes ana their friends
with an evident intention to cast a
drag-n- et of suspicion over parishes
enough to reverse the emphaticverdict of the people; made to at sd
so late a day and o great a dis
tance from many 'Of the ' parishes
struck out, that it Is impossible to
have any fair Investigation, should
receive any const aeration.

Com men tins upon the forecoinor
provisions of the Louisiana statutes.
Messrs. Geo. A. Hoar, V. A.
Wheeler and W. I. Frye, in their
reiort. maae Jbebruarv lard. lfl7.v
said, "Upon this statute we are all
clearly of the opinion that the re-
turning board nas no right to do
anything except to canvass and
compute the returns which were
lawfully made to ; them by the lo-
cal TDfficers, except in case where
they are accompanied by the cer-
tificate of the supervisor and com-
missioner, provided in :the third
section. In such cases the htSt sjitence.of that section shows that it
was expected that hey would or- -
