Unfortunately there was no
one able to communicate with the pas-
sengers in their own language, and to
this may be attributed in great meas-
ure the loss of life that occurred. As
soon as the- - steamer was seen to be
sinking, the Captain ordered the long-
boat and two lifeboats to be lowered
ready for service. In accomplishing
this one of the crew fell overboard and
was probably crushed between the boat
and ship's aide, for nothing more was
seen of him.

Ths boat-
swain felt the steamer going ' down,
and,, seizing a lifebuoy. Jumped as
clear of her as Le could out into the
darkness.! His escape Is real-
ly - .miraculous; for twelve boars
he floated about, and It was
not until the tut mornlcg that one of
the boats noticed and picked him np.
In this boat was the Captain, and they
landed about midway between the
two light-bous- es on Oshima, the occu-
pants of the other boats having got
ashore on, the other side ef the island.
On mastering the survivors it was
touud that 20 olllceis and men were
saved, while 23 Japanese passengers,
one eailor and twelve firemen bad lost
their lives, three of the firemen dying
frora exhaustion in the- - boat before
reaching Jaud. The bodies of these
men were burled near the beach, and
after some diulculty-owln- g to ig-
norance on either side two Junks
were obtained to convey the survivors
to Kobe. On Tneeday they left Osh-
ima where they were treated with the
utmost kindness, and all reached here
in safety except the Captain, chief of-
ficer and chief engineer, who came op
overland from Wakayama. It is wor-
thy of mention In connection with this
Unfortunate affair that the water-tig- ht

bulkheads of the Normanton proved
utterly useless. They' gave way .like
matchwood and did nothing toward
retarding the sinking of the vessel."
