The first is not attain
able by working men. bat i think the
aecoiwl is, anu what is still mom de-
sirable . onion of capital and labor;
or working men, anil those who nave
the control of capital. We may write
and pracn till doomsday on tho mis
useot.capitai by capitalists, ana trie
wrongs tunic lea on the working man.
but unless we organize towards the
harmonizing of these two elements
the ditlicultiea will continue to grow.

U. N. v., In my opinion, has struck
the right string an organization for
nianuiacinring ana commercial inter
est; and iu this connection letmelur
ther offer a few suggestions:

Suppose an orinMization formed of
two branches, oue branch, formed vi
men who have the control of capital,
who are responsible men in the com
munity; the other branch, composed
of practical workingmen, who have
proved themselves, by their Works, to
be men ol ability and sale Judgment
Let it be the business of the working
ntaiv.h to take into consideration a
certain branch of industry and
thoroughly study its point ol
success and future, aud present
in a methodical manner how
capital can be safely used in its
turtnerance, to tue otner Drancn, wno
have the control of capital. Then let
the two appoint a committee, who
will discuss the subject until all
the weak points are eltminated.
I'henjet money be advanced, sufficient
to carry tne enterprise beyoua iauure,
and why will we will not succeed?
Mucn more migut te written on tne
details of. sach an organization, which
is vunecessary Here, as t would de-
velop Itself of necessity in committee
Let us nave a practical ooara 04 iraae
and chamber ot commerce, and all the
"boom" as they call It of our Indus
tries wu ue orottgnt auoot.

TUUE AND FALSK EDUCATION.

In traveling about among the people,
I find adivtrsilv of opinion tu rttf.r

ence to education. Many persons look
upon ilrst principles, such as reaaine,
writing and a limited knowledge ol
tiirares: 1 admit that so much of an
education is Invaluable, and if proper
1 v anolied becomea a source 01 pleas
Ore aa well as profit to the individual
possessor.

But education as defined by modern
society means the possession of all the
various Drancnes as laazai in our un 1

verities and colleges throughout the
world. I need not go into aeiau ana
bold up the advantage ot a high stand
ard of education. There is an advan
tage if rightly aplied, but a terrible
fataiitv if misaiiDl eii: Ifor instance.
such men as Uumo d Darwin Huxley
and intrersoll declare that the uui
verse is irovernea oy law, wuicn law
exists in nature independent "oi nuuu
or the vital energy of a divine nting
There ia no man possc&aing even mou
erate intelligence but will admit that
the. universe is governed by law, and
that It is by the mamtamence 01 un
changeable laws that we rec
ognize the Divine government.
Our scnooia aaopt next oooks as Keys
to what is termed organic life, and
follow the drift of thought of men who
itrnorf! the existence of & supreme lio- -
iug. I am at a loss to account for the
stubbornness of men who can recoe
nlze a universe 'governed by law and
yet fail to see the effects of broken
law so manifest in everyday life. What
I mean is this If the physical consti-
tution of. man was developed by the
laws of eternal duration, why ia it men
fail to discover that very much that ex-

ists is not real bat the results of lower
types or broken law? It, then, this
edacatton of the age is antagonistic to
God aad eternal laws, oo taaebfea- -

shoold be held responsible for the In
fidelity of his pupil, which lies in mis- -

application of Instruction and not In
the-teach- er'a design to mislead. .

Ifin the system of education as en-
dorsed by modern civilization, and
which some parents' Insist is needful
asajpassport to polite society, is found
a tendency to infidelity, who is te
blame?

I might ge on. and discuss the doc-
trines of Darwin and others in refer
ence to evolation aad show the differ-
ence between the evolution as taught
by Darwin and the evolution as taught
by Divine revelation. Revelation
teaches evolation from the higher to
tbe lower, and raainrinus that toe law
oi life baa been reversed, that decay
and death is the result of broken law,
and not a law of the universe.

Tbe deformity and abnormal con-.
ditkn of a large proportion of oar
race and the whole creation belonging
to this earth Is the result of broken
law and not freaks of nature. Oar.
insane asylums, or Idiots f and worse
than beasta. in tbeswhape of men are
the best evidences of a retrograding in
nature. Go to tbe larger cities of our
own land, and follow the systems of
modern civilization and watch their
tendency it Is one great effort to
break up the government of God and
bring in a condition of things that
calls Jor the divine Interposition to
preventJD3en from destroying them-selve- s.

So far as teaching goe I
would advocate a thorough knowledge
of the nature and existence of all
things, their production and reproduc-
tion, and then separate that which is
the outgrowth of corruption or mor-
tality from the vital life of God, which
creates all things after its kind, and
shows the result ot broken law in
what is found on every hand.

Our teachers do not Inculcate infi-

delity. The cause of Infidelity ! the
failure of the individual to define by
Inspiration. I care not what you
teach a man you may unfold the glory
of a celestial! world, where all things
are created after Its kind aad after the
nature of an endless life, and he will
fait to discover God, unless he is ia
possession of the Spirit of God. The
teachings of men go to display what
they conceive to be rigb t , from their
stand point, and not ki keeping with
the laws of God, The very worm that
Is begotten of corruption and thrives
on tbe elements of dissolution is given
a prominent position in nature by the
wisdom of men.. If there was no
mortality there- - would ,- be ne
wotm; if there was no curse there
would b no death:' no thorns or
thistles, no weeds and noxious plants.
Everything that Is not of life la the
outgrowth of mortality and the tine
link that is discovered in What, is
termed protoplasm, Is in a large degree
tbe effort of corruption to reach a state
that belongs only to God's direct cre-
ation and might be called a counterfeit
of true lite. Uninspired men have
e en taught from God and not to Him
Letlmy children learn all that is to be
learned, and then let me learn by the
inspiration of God to find the right
place for each and every manifestation
around us. There is work for everynun in Israel, work to define Gad and
eternal life, work 'to define corruption,disecse and death, work to hold tbe
balance and show the slightest depart-
ure from, tha vital life of. tbe mighty
God. , Rnx
