OLKE BULL AND ERICSSON.
HOW THE GREAT VIOLINIST TOUCHED

THE INVENTOR'S HEART WITU
HIS MUSIC.

In conversation & few eveniogs ago &
distingulshed chemist amd physiclan,
who is also un enthusiastic and critical
lover ot mausic, told an interesting

story about Ole Bull and Johun Erics-
son, the great Inventor.

It seems that they were fnends in
early life, but drifted apart and did not
meet agaln untll each bad become
tamous. Bull had charmed the ear of
admiring thousands all over the clvil-
ized world, while the part the great
mechsniclan B‘l‘alyed in naval warfare
duriag the rebellion roused the North
1o enthusiasm and startied the world.

Buil, bappening tobe In New York
on a concelt tour, determined 10 lock
apbls old friend and repew the ac-
yuaintance jHe found him in his work-
<nop, surrounded by Lools, machinery
designs, models, and materiils used
in mechanical construction, directing
the labors of a corps of unfau.nu.

When taking his leave Ball invited
Ericsson to attend  his comcert that
night. KEricssen, however, declined,
sajing he had no time to waste.

T'heir acquaintauce belog thus re-
newed, Ball continued to call on his
eld friend when visitiog New York,and
usually when taking his leave would
ask Ericsson to attend his concert, but
l:irlc.lson ulways declined the Iovita-
tion.

Upon onc occasion Bull pressed him
urgeatly, and said:

“If you do net come, 1 sball brin
mi:viulin hére and play in your shop.

ricsson replied grufily:

“If you bring the thing here I shall
smash it to pieces."

Here were two men the very opro-
site of each other. Bull animpulsive,
romantic dreamer; Ericsson stern,
thoaghtial, rsctfctl. proving every
movement wilth mathematical preci-

ion.

Ball's curlosity was aroused Lo know
what effect music would have upon
the grim, matter-of-fact man of
squarrs and circles. BSo, taking his
violin with him, he went to Ericason’s
shop. He nad removed the striogs,
gcrews and apron, 80 Lhat the violin
would appear to be In bad conditicn.

As he entered the shup, noticing &
displeased expression on Kricssen’s
face, Bull called his atlention to cer-
tala defects in the imstrunment, and
speaking of Its comnstructien, asked
Ericsson about the scientific and
acoustic properties invelved in the
grain of certain woods. From this he
passed on to a discussion of sound-
wavesa, tones, semi-tomes, etc.

To illustrate his meaning,he replaced
the strings, and improvising & few
chords, drifted into a rich melody.

The workmen <charmed, dropped
their tool#, =and stood lm lfle‘ut won-
deér.

He played on and on, and when
finally he ceased, Erlcsson ralsed his
ao:ed head, and, with molist eyes,
said:

“Do not step. Go on! Go on! |
pever knew until now what there was
iacking in my life.””

Bee Notes.

Foul brood among bees has becu lo
some p a serious difflcalty to bee-
keepers, But care and horourhpesa
can, In most cases, keep It out, or
eradicate it when It appears. Some of
our bee who bave had to con-
tend with disease tell us that sal-
icylic acld or phenol, used according
to their direetion, 1s & sure cure,

In spring . the entrance of all bives
should be contracted to sult the size of
the colopy, and make all tight and
warm over the bees. Guard ull the
weak colonies very carefully, and con-
tract the hive room to sccommosdate
the size of the cluster of bees. Take
away extra combs, hut leave plenty of
honey. During cold, windy days, dis-
courage their flylng by shading the en-
trance of the hives.

No business can succeed In the long
run which dees not give ialr profit.
Without golng wild over the re]{om
of the jmmense profiis realized in a
few ipstances from keeplog bees,there
seems no doubt that when taken up as
a regular business, snd lotelligently
pursued from year to year, it will pay
a profit as large as most otner callings.
Poesibly, for a to.:({uu th ose already
in the basiness, followliag It with
an‘ﬂ-;y. may make & larger profit than
most rural indusiries give. Bul this
will not continue long. Lnbornduf-
ital will low in this directlon until
profiis are r A

The modern improvements In bee-
keeping, including the movablé cuomb
hive, the honey extractor, comb foun-
dation and the sale methods of winter-
ing, make it a pursuit whica may be in-
definitely devel . lndeed it msy be
sofoliowed that,from its wide diffusion
over our couniry and value of
