How the Institution Has Grown from a Small
Beginning to Large Proportion-

sNow that the Latterday Saints
Iluslness College Is located at Its new
home tit the Tomplton It me not tic
Inappropriate to give a brief descilption-
of Its
progress

This department ot the College has
been In existence not quite two years
It began with thlrtseven pupils and
this number has nteudlly Incieamnl un-

til now Its total enrollment Ii two

hundred and seven inclusive of special

classes At first one room was Built

cent for all the commcielal work of

the College Prof Joecj Nelson living
th only Instructor During the labt
school star It became cisociry for the
College to secure more room the nunn
ber In both the high Pichoul and lines
items depattinents having Increased so
rapidly the previous Year Accoidlng
ly the high school moved to the Seven-
teenth word meeting holme leaving the
Old premises to tile bullneto school In
the latter new uachers were engaged
and a department of phonograph wits
added The following yAr witnessed
not onl a large Increase lit number
over the one hut Improve-
ments in methods of bookkeeping anti-
phonography and the addition of new-
teucher Such in brief wits tho status
of tile school last yeur

It was during the present school year
that the most rapid progress was made
At the opening ot school In September
list It waR evident that befon tits end
of the year larger quarters would l have-
to be obtained Bonn negotiations
wtret enteivd lain with the manage-
ment of Ihe Tom Pinson and the top
fear ot that building was secured The
rooms were renniatiged and at Ihe
opening of the sciond semester tile
school wits moved to the place of Its
present occupation

At present eight rooms verve for the
accommodation of the students These
are listed throughout neatly and ele-

gant which not only contributes to
better discipline In the College but It
serves as an plrntlon to study Till
