For our knowledge of the dimen-
sions and .navigable lengths of the
Congo, the largest and, next to tlie
Nile, tho longest African river, the
world1 is indebted, almost entirely to
Mr. Stanley, its discoverer, and the
founderof tlie great free state with-
in Its basin. According to Mr.
Stanley, the Congo Is more than 3000
miles long, and in size and volume
the second river In the world, the
first being presumably the Amizon.
Like the tile, the Congo has one
streteh of uninterrupted navigation
1000 miles long, lietween btanley
1'uol and Stanley Falls.

Unfortunately for commerce, how-
ever, this magnificent stretch of
water, is separated from the sea by a
series of insurmountable cataracts
tint compel a portagu of 235 miles,
or two portages of S3 and 50 miles
and many transfers. Tlie largest of
all African rivers, and probably the
most valuable from a commercial
jioint of view, more promptly and
more emphatically than any of tlie
others forbid the upward progress of
the steamer.
