B.ICK HOME?

How Insects especially bees and
ants, find their way bacfe home, is
one of the marvels of natural his-

tory. My wife keeps bees, and my
llttlo boy has a taste for entomology
and is always making experiments
of One kind or another with them
and other Insects. He has been
trying'to find out how far away a
beo can be taken and not get lost,
but has not yet succeeded. Iliveiu
the country, fourteen miles from
the court house, aad during the
summer tbat boy has been In town
with me a dozen tlm, and on each
occasion ho brought somoUts along
In a llttlo tin box. He colored their
wings with violet Ink, so that he
would know the Insects again, and
let them go in the heart of the
city. Tbe first time be did It
he released six bees at the Ulddle
Street market, and I believe they
got home before wedld.because they
wero all on hand attending to busi-

ness the next morning, Just as
though they took a fourteen-mil-

Journey every day. Occasionally a
bee falls to enme back, but in nearly
every instance they return In a few
hours. Onco ho let five, whese
wings had been colored red, out of
thtlr box at 0 o'clock In the morn-
ing on the corner of Fourth and
Ulddle streets, while his llttlo sister
watched the hive at home. One ar-

rived, tired almost to death, and
dropped at the door cf the hive a
llttlo before 2 o'clock, and three
more came before five in the even-
ing, all Apparently much fatlfned.
His experiments with a nest of
large black ants liave been tqually
EJtiifactory, for some marked ants
have found their way home after
being released mere tian a mite dis-

tant from the hollow tree in which
they lived. How they do It Is a
question, but they generally do, and
so It Is likely the travels of both
ants arid bees ft"5 much wider than
is generally supposed.
