whose lancuagehe could not speak,
and who like himself had come from
far oil, but all had come to see the
Christ. At sundown the Indians
collected in large numbenr,and after
it became dark He appeared to them,
a large fire being built to throw the
light on him. He was not as dark
as an Indian, nor as light asa w hite
man, and his dress was partly like
each. He sa t for a long time in per-
fect silence, with his head bowed,
during which time the Indians nei-
ther moved nor spoke. They were
told that If they even whispered the
Christ would know It and be dis-
pleased. After a time he
raised his head, and then
Porcupine saw that he was fair
to look upon, that bis face bad no
beard and was youthful and that
his bright hair extended to his
waist. Porcupine had heard that the
Christ of tbewblto man bad been
nailed to a croai,andlooking,he was
able to see the scars ot the nails In

the bands or the Indian's Christ
when lie raised them. In his feet
ho could not so the marks or the
nallsby reason of tho moccasics, but
he was told they were thcre.ahd that
in his side were spear marks which
were Concealed by theshirt he wore.
Porcupine was told that his own
coming had, with elevtn other",
been foretold by tlie Christ, who
had sent forliim, and that was w hy
he had involuntarily taken the
long journev; that all tho heathen
tribes there upresentcd liad been
Influenced In the same mannir,
though all hadnotbecnlndlTidually
called, as he had.
