The second case is that of our minis-
ter to Italy, Geo. P. Marsh. It seema
in our announcement in 15870, that the
Italian government meant tooccupy the
Papal states; under date of Bept. 12th of
that year, he wrote to Becretary Fish
as follows: ‘‘The Italian government
bas long hesitated in the adoption of
any decided policy, it in fact has been
80 conatantly in the habit of blindly
following the dictatlon of the Em-

ror of France in the conduct of all

ts foreign relations, without attempt-
ing to work out a policy for itself, that,
sinee ithe downfall of the empire silenc-
ed ita oracle, the minis‘ry has been
completely unable to arrive at a con-
clusion upon any subject, until forced,
by fear of pepular viclence, to decide
upon the military occupation of the
Papal territory. Its fulure course in
this matter, unless controlled by ex-
terior forces, will be characterizsd b
waccilation, tergiversation and dopli-
clty, as it haa always been, since 1884,
and there are no reasons to hope that
any uneasinesa originating by this or
any probable futaure osbinet will tend
lontuu the question upon any terms
which jought to be acceptable to the
Italian people.”

This was mkhed in & correspon-
dence of the Department, but was
o;:-lﬂ..huly called to the attention of the
I authorities; and led, at onoce, to
an exhibition of considerable coolness
toward Minister Marsh. The matter
has been called informally to the atten-
tion of the State ent.
