The Postmaster Geoeral to-day ap-
pointed Nathan Brinn postmaster ul
Sutter Creek, California, and Wm. §
IInrriter posunaster at Poiladelplia,
vice H. S, Huldekoper, suspended .

The Supreme Court hns reodercd a
treision in the Keatueky tax cases

‘Toe decislon of toe lower
court was in favor of the State, which
the Suprewnes Uourt now affjrms, Twig
federal guestions grose on record
In Liiese cases)

First—"Thut the aet of the Stale Leg-
islature, and the taxes leyvied in pursiu-
ance thereolf, If cntorced, woakl faet-
fect tuke the properiv of the rouwls
without dne process of law

Seconrl=That tney constitute a dle-
nial of the equal protection of the law,
violating in both particulars tue Four-
teenth Amendment to the Constitulion
of the United States.

The Court bolds that the procecdings
to reise public revenues by levylue sod
collectings taxes are not necessarily ju
oial, and that *Jdue process of Inw,
g applied 1o the ca<e, does not hinply
or roquire the righit Lo such notice, as
13 essential to the validity of a judicial
proceeding.

Respecting the question of discerimi-
natlon agalust the ratlroad compaoy
and their property as being ohnaxious
ta the Jourtpenih  Constitutional
\Ilu ndment, the Court holds that the

1ute ol equity In respect to this sab
jeet only requires the same means wod
methods be appliell to the constitu-
ents of cach class, so that the law
shull operate equally aed uniformly on
all persons in imilar elrcomstinces
There 18 vo objection, the opiulon de-
i'ares, to diserbmination hetween
the ruilway companies and otbher cor-
porations, or the lllc.tnml by which Lhe
value of nul-rumr} is oblaiost.

The Court also delivered its opinion
in the cuse hrought by the State of Ala-
Latea as plaintiff aguinst the directors
and offlcers of the Algbama & Uhatua-
nooga Railrosgd Company, The State
lent its credit to the road, taking a
mortgage as security, The declaration
wlleges that the company (id not bulld
the road as contracted, but bought ah
old road and leased another; that the
company bhecame bankrupt sand Lhe
foreclosure failed to reimburse Lhe
state, The Court holds that there is
no allegation that the road cost less
than it was supposed it would cosb,
It is merely a cuse i which the Stute
aceepted Insunticient security. The di-

Court of Dakota., The first was uu sc-
tlon 1o recover s parcel of mineral land
upon which is bwit the City of Deacl-
wood. The land was entered and paid
forinJauugry 1878, aondin June fol-
lowing the Probate Judge acting as
trustee for the town eéntered the same
land. The Sapreme Court houlbds that
no Utle from the United States to the
lund, known at the time to be minerd!
land, can be acquired under the pre-
cruption, homestead or townsite liws,
The mining clalm of the plalntiff in
the case and its title had acuually
| passed to.him before the L'robate
Judge took initial proceedings. The
L'oited states therctore had nothing to
convey, Judgment against the town is
ulllrmed.

The other case i3 similar except that
the town of Central City, 17akots,
made no entry. Judgment agalnst the
town was aflirmed,

Genera! Sheridan in his
port made public to-day, sayvs:
194 greatneed In the mitary service ol
lewisiation, The regulations estab-
lished, and subject to change only by
Congress, should have such a degree of
stabillty as to become the basis of a
sound military system, which up to the
present time has not existed in this
cvountry. Althongh the regulations
vave undergone changes, the most =
portant question involved In the com-
mand and government ot the army re-
mains upsettled at the present time.
No commanding General from the
highest to the Jowest can know the
limit of his authority, and no one can
have his staff responsible to nlm for
the faithful execution of his orders
Duriog the last twenty-tive years the
country has passes three momentous
¢rises; wherein the unsettled questions
were of vital importance to the nation,
and their decision for the occasion de-
rended solely upon individual opin-
ons. Apother such crisis may not be
fur distant, whea soch a decision
might not be so fortunate for the coun-
try. Illence, while | present the neces-
sity of a considerable Increase ol the
ariny, | suggest as a far greater neces-
sity, that laws be established by Con-
vress for the ‘government and regula~
| tion’ of the military forces."

(eneral Sheridan In his annoal re-
port says of the Indian question: *'(in
sccount of the rapld growth of our
Western settleruents Lthe army |s
obliged, in some places, to pro-
wet the white people from Indidang
while In other pluces It is prot Ll.iug.,
Indians in thelr persons and property
from the whites. The Indians are the
richest people in this country as com-
munities. heir reservations Include
some of the best lands, and if divided
among the heads of families each fam-
ily would have thousands of acres, 1
would recommend that each famlly be
given, and located, on 230 acres now
provided for them by law in case of
actual settlement. he governinent
should then condemn all the balance of
each reservation, buy It In at $1.25 per
acre, and with the proceeds purchase
government bonds to be held in trust
by the Interior Department, only giv-
ing to the Indians each year the inter-
est on the bonds for their support.
Let this money then be distributed the
same a8 the money ’Ip];ropmmed each
rear by Congress. This then would
kne more money than Is appropriated
by Congress, and would take the ques-
tion of the annual approprlntion for
Indians out of Congress.’

General Sheridan said: ('‘] cannot
agree with General Miles in his 1deas
regarding the Indian Territon or in
his confldence in the l.hlllt.{ of the In-
dian to make himself self-supporting
in so short a time. All our experience
heretofore does not warrant sech &
confidence, and such opinions sbhould
be regarded as individual ntber than
representative of the um pre-
gmnentggnmlof t.h:“I ians is o
