James B. Maxwell was shot ana
killed by Joe Wood, five miles
north of Panguitch, yesterday,
about 3:30 p. m. The cause of the
trouble wai that Joe Wood had
four yearlings claimed- - by Jim
Maxwell, who went to take them
from Wood's corral. The latter'
wife told Maxwell Wood was not
at home, and had been gone three
days. Maxwell then went towards
the corral, when Joe Wood arose
from where he was concealed and
dred a charge of 19 buckshot and
six navy balls. Maxwell was killed
instautly, and fell about twelve
feet from the bars of the corral. A
coroner's inquest was held last
night, the jury brought in a ver-
dict of wilful murder.

Arizona Miner of July 7 has
the following, which may be worth
the attention of our beekeepers

"H.Gilbert, of San Diego county,
arrived here on Saturday last with
an empty wagon drawn by four
animals. He started from home
with twenty-fo- ur hives of bees for
this market, and succeeded very
well with them, letting them out
each afternoon,when he could do so,
at watering places, whore they
worked on such flowers as grew in
that country; until he came to a
place ou the desert somewhere bo-yo-

Hardyville, when he encoun-
tered a luxuriant growth of milk
weed and desert willow, upon
which he allowed them to feed, and
the next day they all died, evident-
ly being poisoned by the flowers of
one or the other, or both these nox-
ious plants. The los-- s is a serious
one to Mr. Gilbert, and will bequite
discouraging to others who may
contemplate bringing bees to this
country."

Extraordinary Heat. The ex-

ANOTHER ESCAPE FROM THE
PENITENTIARY.

ronr More Coovicls Take "French
Leave."

About noon to-da- y Messrs. Cieo.
W. Crockwell and Frank Bassett
were drivirjg in the vicinity of the
Penitentiary, and, iu passing the
south-ea9- t corner, they saw a cou-

ple of men standing upon the
ground, outside, and another was
upon the wall, holding a blanket,
tbe end of which hung over on tiie
inside, and some one was climbing
up. The gentlemen nn.rued at once
concluded that one of those iuci
dents, which have become so mo-
notonous of late, known as a
"jail break, " wa9 in process.
They immediately drove round
to the gate and gave the alarm to
the guards, but the prisoners did
not allow the grass to grow under
their feet; espying a man with a
team hauling a load of shingles,the
four desperadoes dexterously un-
hitched the horses, a couple of
them got upon each horse, and off
they went, setting their faces east-

ward, aud this they accomplished
before the guards got around to the
southeast corner of the wall.

There being but one horse be-

longing to the prison, it was
mounted by one of the guards, and
he started ofl in pursuit, while a
couple of his companions followed
on foot.

The prisoners who escaped are
the noterious desperado "Idaho
bill,' and that equally notorious
highwayman and lighter, Jack
Beegan,the satno who killed Ned
Doyle, In this city, some years
since, Travers Harker, staga rob-

ber, and Kelly, the murderer of
Van Valkenburg.

To the best of the knowledge of
the guards the runaways are un-

armed, and therefore their pursuers
may get close enough to them to
capture them.

Ou learning of this last escape a
friend at our elbow said It looked
very much as if the prisoners were
being "let out on contract."

Messrs. Crockwell and Bassett
brought the news of the affair to
the Marshal's office within an hour
after it happened, and we presume
that steps have been taken by
Marsha Nelson for the recovery of
the prisoners.

stored there recently in great quan-
tities by the Government, there
being fifty thousand rounds of am-
munition among other things.

Wheat, lottery. aud a Skeleton

Found ln an Ancient Mound.

Payon City, July 11, 1S7G.

Editor Dcscret JVews:
I have in my possession a new

kind of wheat, found in a mound
in the Payson farming field. I will
give the particulars of how it was
found. I was working at excava-
ting a large mound, and when about
five feet from the surface, my plowraked on a flat rock and it had a
hollow souud. We stopped the team,
cleared olTthe dirt and dug around
it, and found it to be a stone box,
solidly coaiented together with
potter's c lay, and I believe it was
air tight, and had the appearanceof being put there hundreds of years
ago. With considerable eflort we
succeded in breaking it open and
found the box to contain about one
quart of wheat. The wheat resem-
bles the Chilian club wheat, onlythe grains are some larger.There was a small portion of the
wheat in the centre of the box that
looked bright and sound, and all
the balance seemed light and
moldy. I picked out the best
grains and planted it aud it grew,aud is now headed out and nas a
fair prospect of getting ripe.Near this box we found a skele-
ton of a man, which measured six
feet and seven inches. We careful-
ly took away the dirt so as to pre-serve the skeleton whole. At the
head aud between the teeth we
found a large stone pipe, weighingfive ounces. We found many other
articles of pottery ware, and
of them were very beautifully flow-
ered, and the shape of many difler-eu- t

animals pictured on them.
