“Roasts” Attorneys for Not Appearing

I think the attorneys should
arrange their affairs to suit the con-
venience of the court and not the court
arrange Its business to suit the con-
venlence of the attorneys."

Judge Diehl permitted the case to gn
over until Monday afterncon at 2
o'clnck, and notified the defendant that
if his attorney could not be in court
then, he had better secure other coun-
sel.

The drunks were all discharged. In
one ecase, that of a soldier, Whose name
js not used because of the plea he
made, begged for “one more chance.
He stated that he was arrested about
@ week ago, but slipped again yester-
day and got drurik.  “If you punish me
here,” he said, “I  will be punished
again at the post and have the charge
of desertion preferred against me, If
vou will pardon me this time I promise
not to return again.” He was given
another chance,

The ¢ase of Jack Sharkey, a messen-
ger, boy, charged with vagrancy, was
comtinued until Wednesday for trial.
Sharkey has been arrested on numer-
ons occasions on charges of drunken-
ness, vagrancy, fighting and other of-
fenses angd scarcely a week passes that
he is not mixed up in some Commer-
cial street brawl The case against
Charles Schwartaman, the man who
flourished & gun in the Orpheum sa-
loon last night, went over until Mon-
day, at which time he will enter his
plea.
