FARM HORSE AND DRAFT HORSE.

A imi.aetlon That rartuer and llreedaro
Should lUiueuiber.

Tho farm hone needs a piutern of dif-

ferent shapA from that of the draft horse
proper, Tho rvwtcrn has an in porta ut
cftlco to porform. Tho bonus sorrs to
throw tho ten Ion of tho foot which run
over tberu farther front tio center of
motion, and more than this, act as springs
to prorcut concuMlon sud absorb motion
which with unusually short and straight
juutems it ivMrtod on to tho upper por-

tions of tho limbs and shoulders. Uvitce
tho twuy, pringy, clattlo raotluo depcndi
moatly upon tho length and obliquonvM
of ths pastern. The dray horso needs
little of this sort of motion, lie Is uot
required to go faster than a walk, and
short, itronjr. pastern are preferred to
long springy ones. Hut wo must think
ometUinif of tho horses kept on tho

farm Formers aro beginning to study
this matter, which tn the pat has boon
greatly ncgloctod. Wo havo reached a
point wbero wo nro forcod to study It,
for upon tho pa tern depend to a great
eitont tho wearing qualltioiof tho farm
or horse.

Tor instance, tho othor day I hap-
pened to bo driving a team of grai
draft mares to tho buggy, Ono row
had tn o Crowes of imported draft Mood
tu her veins, tho othor but ono. As ther

scarcely a jar, and tho motion of llw
collar consisted entirely iu accommo-
dating iUelf to tho shifting position of
tho luoutders, thero was no up and down
motion of tho collar whatover

ThU maro's p.utcrns woro longer and
tnoro sloping, nnd performed their dot)
of rolloving Uio upper limbs und shout
ders from tho concussion naturally
caused by tho feet striking the ground.
