bills, etc., had been introduced and
referred, the House went into com-
mittee of the whole on the calen-
dar. The first being the Indian
bureau transfer bill, the House re-

fused to postpone it, but Cook, who
had charge of the bill, yielded the
floor to Lamar, who made a polit-
ical speech, lie commenced with
the assertion that the people were
dissatisfied with the present admin-
istration, had an intense desire for
a change. There was a deep and
anxious protest against the tone
and character of the public service
and the principles of legislation
that had marked the action of the
Government tot many years past,
and yet it was remarkable that this
popular feeling had produced no
change in the admin stration.

were prostrate. Thev had been de
feated in war and made to rVel that
the e, humiliation, and help
Ies8iiess of defeat had been allotted
to them as their share, while the
people of the North had reaped the
rich results of a victorious war, and
had embodied aud guaranteed them
in the very life aud constitution ot
the nation. The institutions of the
South had been and des--
'royed; her iudus ries had been dis- -

orguii z.d and every foot of ber fer
tile soil sterilized by a devouring
taxaiiou; her educational interests
waiuing and languishing, aud he--

pnpu ui 1011 was so feeble in com'
parUou with that t f 11 egieat Union,
that with the south united, black
and white, it woul.i be important
to secure a single southern man, or
10 defend a siugle southern interest.
It v therefore absurd for the great
people to apprehend that the people
of the south arrogated to themsel
vei the ruling of an interest of this
great nation. There was no aspir-
ation which they had that was not
hounded by the horizon of the
Uuion. If they were united with
the democratic party, it was toot
for the purpose of secession ot ag-
grandizement; it ws not for the
purpose of reversing the policy of
the government, but because they
observed an instinctive and imper-
ative law of He
quoted from the reports ef the Lou
siana investigating committee,aud from j the President's annual
message in which he acknowledgedthat the people of the south had
had a vile aud oppressive govern-
ment to live under, and he asked
how it could be expected to find
quit, orderly, law-abidin- g com-
munities whose governors; were
lawless' felons, ' whose" ministers
