Letter from Mrs, Wordsworth, the
Lady who Survived the Wreek,
to her Daughter.,

The Childers, Feb. 15, 1576,

Dearcst I' , 1 daresay you
never expeeted (o see my hand-
writing again, but I suppose I
niust be the veritabile bad wmlfpen-
ny, and of course have turned up
once more.  We are now on board
the ship Childers of l.l\'t-rlmul, on
otur way to Rangoon.

I will begin my story from the
poor ship Strathmore. Weo had
rathor o tedious voyage, I was
sick the whole way and If the slek-
ness stopped T had nausea, 1 could
not eat—1 loathed everything and
when we got to the line *low fever”
sel I, In shorty, | thought |
should never reach Now Zealand,
though Captain MeDonald showed
greal skill in modicine, and wos
excocdingly Kimd and attentive,
O one oceaston, eurlously enough,
ho Jokingly threatoncd that Iif 1
did not get better soon he would
lund mo on the ''welve Apostles—
Hitle thinking then, poor man,how
soon his words were to come true,

Misa Henderson, the lady who
T ru]\n'-l the othier berth in niy
cabin, and who, with her bhrother,
was prolng to New Zealand to join
thelr father, always tended me
with the preatest Kindness and
wontle caro during aay longe illuess,
On the Huth of June, the very
g ht before wo strael, Telr vather
boettor, and got up tojoin the other
P sohigers inon pamoe al enrds In
the saloon. 1 had generally slopt
Laddly  hitherto, the fever slways
returndng in the niell; bat on this
oceasion, belng more fatigoaed than
ustal, I slept soundly tH bump,
by, bump, I was knocked vii-
lently backwards and forwands in
my berth, 1 thought, “Saroly that
B cunlons motion,” but determin-
od not to be easily alnrmed, 1 en
deavored to eompose myself. 'l'o
my horror there then followed n
crunchiong and grating sound which
could nol be mistaken. 1 snld Lo
Miss Henderson, “OL! surely (here
Is something wrong, ™
Woe gob out of boed, and had Just
L vur Lunpsy, whon Charlie and
Mr. Hoendoerson come to our ecabin.
Mr. Henderson nover spole, but
Charlio sald In very quiot tones,
SMother, the ship has struck, and
B ogquiekly settling down. You have
not thme to dress—only a moment
to put on what you ean” They left
us: wo never spoke. 1 helped the
poor ¢hilidl to dressy she was pale

Bavd anad elold, asle Charelie Lo ook
for hlug, butl ho did not hear her;

ol into the port lif-boat,  “Can
you et on the hridee; mothor?™ he
nakio b 1 osnid;, “*Yeos" — thougeh it
was o place 1 adared not have at-
tempted In dayltight on a eahin
day. 1 got into it 1 Know not how,
Chmrlie md a0 sadlor naaed Jack
Wilson pulled moe up nto the boat
by their hands, The moment 1
was lifted from the gquarterdecks o
sea swepl over i sotne of thoe walel
splasthiing on my face.  1'hat son
washel Miss Henderson from her
brother’™s arms down o the maln
deck, and #o0 Lhe poor child wns
lost. Her brother told me aftor
wards that all she sabd to him was,
“Oh, Tom,; wo Jdil not think it
wottld end this way.”

In the meantime the sallors were
doing everthing to have the bout
ready on the very slight hope of
her floating cloar of thoe ship,which
wa thought then was rapldly sot-
tling down, Wo sal awaiting our
fate. A few farewells were ex-
changed, 1 sald good-bye to my
dear boy, and a pang of anguish
went through mwe for his young llfe
80 soon Lo be taken. 1t passed in a
moment, amd we were preparing
ourselves as well as wo could to
meet our God when, wonderful to
relate, n heavy sea camo sweeping
along over the poop, carrying ev.
erything with it to destruetion; but
instend of dashing our boat to
vleces, or tumbling it from the
wams on which it stood down to
the deck, it eaught it up and mira.
culously floated us beltween the
main and mizzen rigging into the
sea, 1 thought at the time woe were
going quletly Into eternity. I felt
Charlie’s grasp tighten, and with
a prayeron my lips I think almost
was goune. We had hardly breathed
when Charlle suddenly almost
threw me from him and wrenching
an oar out shouted, “Saved, saved,
by a mirmacle. Up, lads, and kwr
her off the *ship.” It was piteh
dark in the dead of a winter night.
We had few clothes, and the boat

having been stove In on its p ro
across the deck, we were sitting al-
most up toour walsts in water, Huge

sprays washed over our shoulders,
and so surrounded by breakers and
sharp rocks, we did not know
which way {o turn for safety.” By
dint of hard laborand great eaution
we managed to l:eo[: clear of every
obstacle, and the boat was con-
stantly baled to lighten her, but
with little success, ndeed had
she not been a splendid lifeboat
we should very soon have sunk, 1
sat sllent in my corner, ing to
comfort and warm poor neer
Janlfn, lwhombaln)lo‘hull;: himself
umping into the roy, poor
’kllopw, 1l ;short In his leap, and
was drowned, Charlle gave me
his coat to hold whilst he pulled
an oar, and I think that 2155 which
was In a pocket-book that he had
