North Carolina M nst Settle.
New York', June 9. Ex Judge An-

drews, of this city, received by tele-

graph one of tbe mo.--t important de-

cisions tbat has been given for many
year?, in the matter ofjlhe repudiation
by tbe Southern States of the interest
on state bonds. The decision involves
interests to a vast amount. Judge
Bond, of the United States Circuit
Court at Raleigh, N. C, has decided
the case of the .special tax bondhold-
ers in fieir favor. North Carolina is-
sued bonds in 1869 and has not paid in-
terest for many years. Payment of
the bonds to the amount of $10,000,000
was S'.curcd by a provision in ithe act
of issuance, which ordered the levy of
a special tax on all real and personal
property of the state of one-eigh- th of
one per cent. The objact of the suit
was to

compel the state
to levy this tax to pay the overdue
coupons, which amount to nearly 1W
per cent, of the total Issue of the spe
cial tax bonds. The ditllculty in all
previous suits has been that tbe state
itseii fias been held as a necessary
party, and the courts held that a state
could sot be sued by citizens of other
states. Plaintiff in this case, however,
i? a citizen of North Carolina. Now
for the first time the federal .courts
hold that a .state is amenable to be
sued by its own citizens where tbe
questiou is presented by tbe clashing
oi laws impairing the obligations oi
contracts. The decision holds tbat tbe
acts passed by North Carolina to stop
tne collection ot tne taxes to pay tms
interest due are null and void, atd the
agents of tbe State must proceed to
collect tbe taxes to pay the Interest. A

special session oi the legislature will
probably be called to consider tbe situ-
ation.
