The mtuuto liauda are 0 feet 8 Inches
long and weigh 75 xiundseacli, and
Ihe hour hands are S feet 0 Inches long
and weigh 41 pounds each.

clock, striking the hour on the
great bell, which la suspended about
forty feet from the floor. The head of
the hammer weighs 145 pounds and
the clapper 180 pounds.
