These are tbe
words of tbe prophet "Zlon shall arise
and shine, for the glory of the Lord has
risen upon her. The Gentiles shall come
to thy light, and kings to the brhihtnesa
of thy rising." t

Inquires one "Is Zion going to become
popular, so tbat Gentiles and kins; and
great men will come to her light?" Yes,
Ceitalnlv; And not ouly OenUles, kings
snd great men, tut many of alt (be na-
tions of the earth have got te come to.
Zion, and, according to this very chapter,
tbat j nation and kingdom that will not
serve Zlon shall perish, and be utterly
wasted sway. Has there ever been such
a people as tbls since tbo day Isaiah
lived? There nctcr has; lut such a peo-
ple end such a time are coming, snd Zlon
will be that peoble. "The Gentiles shall
come to thy Hehl aud kings to the bright-
ness! of thy ritslug. Thy gates shall be
open continually, that men may tbe
forces of tbe Gentiles, and that their kiDgs
may lie brought."

it will be a time of great plenty of the
precious metals.

manner of plagues and, pestilences and
they were subject to their comnfand in
the name or Jevne, yet. after all, all tbe
ancient Christians died. Why did tbey
not heal them, keep them along, and not
let them dieT Beeanse tbat - was not ac-

cording to the order which Ood had es
tabilsbed.

nor James, nor Paul, nor John, nor any
other man of God can. heal them In the
name of Jesus. Why? Because Ood has
otherwise determined, bat that did not
do away the gift of healing In ancient
times; tbat gift was abondanUy made
manifest, notwithstanding '. there wore
many bo were siclc who were not healed.

the millennial reign of one thousand
years.

Now, we would naturally suppose that
during that period of, a thousand years
everybody would have the power of faith
to be healed. But no, thosgh the Son of
God 1 there, thoogh the righteous dead
with their Immortal bodies are there, yet
old mea will die even then, far It is accord-ro- c

to the design and purpose of the greatJehovah. Though there will be no one to
faU asleep in lafaney-- though bone of tbe
youth win die in that day; though there
will be no middle-age- d persons uponwhom death will lay his powerful grasp,
yet the aged, or, aa Isaiah says in his last

Oh, no, we were tossed about; as Isaiah

dlans, tbcu located on the Missouri river.
Then, early tbe next spring, we started
forth, (one hundred" aud forty three pio-
neer ) with onr facrs c till westward, and.
went up on the north side of the Platte
river several hundred miles. Did we find
a road most of that distance? No road at
all. We found tens of thousands of buf-
falo and their paths; we found a grvat
many hostile iriliea of Indians, who
sought very diligently to takeaway our
horses aud mules, and to cripple us in this
ninnncr. But we continued our journey
anil at length came through these moun-
tain!), after having crossed at the South
Pass and come forth to a little fort called
Fort Bridgtr. We ihen started into an
unknown country, still hen diuu our course
south-westwArdl- for there was a rumor,
and not only a rumor, but it had been tes-
tified, that there was a great Inland sea,
called the Salt Lake, lu the midst of tho
great American deart. We had heard
this rumor, and had read some of Fre-
mont's travels in the midst of hostile In-

dian tribes. We came forth into this des-
ert, wandering in tho wilderness in a soli-
tary way. Who were they that thus wan-
dered? People that had been gathered
out from the east and the west, from the
north and the sonth, redeemed from the
hand of those who sought to destroy
the 111. "They wandered in the wilderness,
in a solitary way, and they found no city
to dwell In." How different this waa from
the ancient Israelites when they entered
the land of Palestine!' They found nu-
merous cities, built by the former Inhab-
itants of the land. Jerusalem was a city
that had been known for a long period
before the Israelites went into that land,
built up by its former heathen inhabitants.
They found large vineyards, with grapes
and fruit in great abundance, and cities,
towns, and villages spread tbrouzbout the
land which the Lord God t,avc tKcru for
their possession. Ildw different was that
from the latter-da- y work, when the re-
deemed of the Lord should gather from
the fourqnarters of the earth and wander
in a wilderness in a solitary way; they
were to find no city to dwell in.

Did we suffer anything? Yes. Did tjie
old prophet speak of these sufferings?
Yes. "Hungry and; thirsty, their souls
fainted iu them; then they cried unto tbe
Lord in their trouble, and be delivered
them out of their distresses, and he led
them forth by the right way." Yes, when
our food gave out; : when the crickets
came in hereby armtes;when tons and tons
of tnem poured in oa tbe litUe crops first
planted, ready to devour everything be-

fore them, and wc were livlng-o- n quarter
rations, what did we do? We cried onto
the Lord in our distress, ' In our hunger
and thirst, believing that he would have
compassion on ns and open some way for
our relief, and he did so he sent forth
large flocks of gulls that lit down upon
these crickets and devoured them up, and
thns the crops of the people were saved.

"Well," says one, "dees this have refer-
ence to the same desert and wilderness
that yon have been reading about?" Let
na see, 4 'Let them exalt LIm, also, in the
congregation 'of - the people,-an- praise
him in the assembly of tbe elders. He
turns rivers Into the wilderness aud water
springs Into dry grounds, and a fruitful
land Into barrenness for the wickedness
of them that dwell therein." Now notice
the next prediction 'He tarns the wil-

derness Into s standing water, and dry
ground into water springs, and there he
makes tbe hungry to dwell." What for?
"Tbat they may prepare a city for habita-
tion." Though we did not find any cities
already'bullt here, we had to prepare one,
and we have done so; and a very fine one
Indeed, it is, and the wonder and aston-
ishment of strangers who come here and
tee what has been done hi the midst of a
desert. Tbe Lord predicted it, and yoa
are the ones who have fulfilled it. "Tbat
they may prepare a city for habitation."
.What else? Were they to be lazy and

Indolent? That thev mav "sow fields aad
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other passages in leaian, they were

gnash i your teeth upon him. He reads to
you the same things that yon sing, and
