LOCAL NEWS.
SECRETARY THOMAS INTER-
VIEWED,

REGARDING THE MEETING OF TIHE
UTAH COMMISSION WITH
IRESIDENT CLEVELAND.

Secretary Arthur L. Thomas has re-
turned to this city from the nation's
capital, where he went to attend the
meeting of the Utah Comulssioners,
held there on the 31st ult, Ie reached
herv by last evening's train, and this
merning was feeling fatigued, and
sumewhat anxions concerning the con-
dition of Mrs. Thomas's nealth, which,
we regret to state, is not good at pre-
sent, The Commissioners, who were
cxpected to arrive last eveniog, failed
Lo come, but Mr, Thomas says a (uor-
win will reach bere thid evening, aml
the remainder will be alone ina day or
Ltwo.

The Secretary, on being questioned
in relation to the interview of the
Commissioners with President Cleve-
land, said it was pecessarily Hinited 4a<
Lo time, bhut that the President, (whom
hes ddeseribes as a liow, sold-120kiog
miay, with but little resemblance o the
usual pictures shown of him,) during
the conversation upon Utah aflalrs, ex-
pressed a determination to enforce the
Edmunds law, with the provisions of
which he manifestod considerable ac-
quiintance. Onit being stated to him
that there was an iden amonge some
people in Utah that under hig adminis-
tration & changze in affairs would take
place more favorable to the “*Mor-
mons,"" the President answered that he
knew of wo reason on which to base
such s hope. Healso salbd that Moo=
George Q. Cannon and Joho T, Calie
nad pusld him a visit, but that he gave
them 1o hope for any redlef. The Pre-
sidemt further stated that he woulid
give the question at issue thorough
consilleration, and requested the Cin-
missioners to keop him fflly lalormed
conceruinyg events o Utah,

Attorney General Garland swas also
visited by then, sod he stated that the
President bad the “*Mormon®™ question
very much at heart. Mre. Guarluod zave
thiemn to understand that the course of
of the Federal otficers here, in the pros-
ecution of polyzamists, would' be
strongly backed up by the Admisdstra-
tion

In agswer to a question as to who
was the probable successor ol Judue
Emerson, the Secretary thought it
mmore than likely that the cholee would
be made from outside the Territory,
aml that o relation to the Judiciary,
this rule would be followed Ta all the
Terrltorfes, from the fact that compie-
tent legal talent wus pol easily [onnid
in the sparsely settled purts nf the
nation.
