frantic. Physicians went out from
Fort Worth and exhausted their skill,
but the boy grew worse. Greenish
foam issued lrom bis mouth. His
piteous cries aud contortions were
simply horrible. Little play
mates came to see nim.tms morn-
ing, and Walter snapped at one
or them, biting him sllitntlv in tne
face. Physicians fear this boy bas
been inoculated with the poison. At
11 o'clock to-d- ay the sufferer- - became
quiet for a while, and then slept a tew
minuses, lie woae wita tne tremor,barked like a dog. bent himself nearly
double and gnashed his teeth. Blood
and foam gushed from his mouth and
be was dead. Mrs. Gandy.the mother
of the boy, is prostrated with- -

.grief.
To-nig- ht it ia feared she will die from
the shock received. The incident has
caused the dog law to be enforced, and
tne pound is tun. oi canines or all de
scriptions, while a number of them
were killed to-nig- ht.

A Crater Lake ,00 reel Deep.,
Washington, 29..--A party sect oat

by the Geological Survey under the
command of Captaiu Clarence Kj Dot-to- n,

U. S. A., has succeeded in reach-
ing and making a complete survey of
the Crater Lake in Oregon, a body of
water whose shores, with the possible
exception of one point on the south,
have nevcY before been touched by the lfoot of white men. The party's ftaatswere hauled 100 miles by mule: teams,
dragged by a detail of soldiers up the
snow-cla- d sides ot the ridge, which
urrouuds the lake and lowered by

ropes from the crest to the water, 900
feet below. One hundred and sixty
soundings were made, the result of
which gave the general character of

SHOCK THB GRiATEB PART OF COOK

It was a sharp report, but strange to
say, by most of those who lived lu tne
vicinity ot the explosion, it was nardiy
distinguishable lrom the series of
thuuder claps, which had been the
order of the morning. There was a
tremendous shaking of the earth. Ar-
ticles of furniture not stationary were
thrown about the rqtjnis as if they
were playthings in a giant's power.
Men, women and children were tossed
around at will by the terrible, resist-

force released by the explosion.
The scene of the catastrophe is about
two miles from tne extreme soutn- -
webtern edjre the city, near where
Archer - Avenue settles down int
the conventional country highway.
On one side wave great
fields of ripening corn, on the
other abroad stretch of prairie runs for
nearly a mile in all directions. On
this were a dozen piain out stronglybuilt houses, with walls of yellow
brick, roofs of slate and strong iron
doors. These houses were magazines
in which the bulk of the powder sup
ply for Chicago and 'he territory de-

pendent upon it was stored. Right in
the midst" of the magazines rose the
home of M. A Tierner. police magis
trate of the town of Lake, in the limits
of which the corporation warehouses
stood. Ills house was until to-d- ay an
attractive looking home. It was
two stories hlgn, with spaciousveranda in front and surrounded by a
number of substantial outhouses.. It
overlooked .the Archer, road, about
4rtv-4e-t away. Three hundred feet
northeast of the Tierney residence was
a little cottage rudely built and sur-
rounded by ruder sheds stables and

bricB house, 70 by 80 feet -- ia dimen-
sions, with a slate roof and one iron
door ot great strength. The magazine
was three hundred feet east ot the cot
tage of John Glunand and 700 feet
from the residence oi Mr. Tierney.
When the rain began to fall ln the ot
morning the people in the vicinity were
all indoors, many of . tilem prolonging
their Saturday night's rest. An occa
sional wagon passing along the Archer
road was the only sign oi me outdoors.

directly over the Laflla and Rand
magazine, in an instant; me air was
tilled .with flying missiles. Masses of
brick and clay, sheets of tin, large
stones and pieces of timber performed of
indescribable gyrations hundreds of
leet in the air, some falling back close
to the points from which toey started,
while others snot on wrougn space
with frightful velocity, only conform-
ing to tne iinotrf mi
flight. Stones weighing from one to
150 pounds were thrown into tne to
fields two miles distant from the
scene. Trees were stripped of
their foliage, fences, oy tue mne,
were laid low, telegraph wires were
snapped like fragile threads, and the
prairie bore seams as if a thousand
steam plows had oeen at work. Not a
bntldinir left standing Iwithin a mile
of the explosion escapsd damage. The
little cottaee oi jonn uunt, wuu its
surrounding outhouses was laid low
without warning, and in a moment
parts of the exploded warehouse be-

gan falling on the debris of the cot-
tage.

While Guhl and wife were dragged
from the ruins frightfully mutilated.
Their horses, cows and swine were all
killed bv the concussion, ana tne
bodies blown full of dirt and powder.
