INDEMNITY PURPOSES.
Some doubt arising as to the legality
ol tbe withdrawal, the case was re-
ferred by this department to the At-

torney General for his opinion. That
officer held that the withdrawal was
legal, and that during its existence,
Miller could acquire no right or title
to lands which he had cultivated,and by which he lived. While
recognizing the correctness of the
law, you saw the injustice of
the case so far as the individul settler
was affected, and hudreds of others
were similarly treated who might and
would be affected; and you cHreflfted
that such grant should be so adminis-
tered by t ils department, If possible,as to protect these settlers from such
injustice, stating your belief "that this
can be done Under the provision which
declares that these selections shall be
made under direction of tae Secretary

CONGRESS IIAS FAILED
to empower the department to make
the necessary surveys whereby some
grants might be adjusted, and .no im-
mediate prospect of such survey was
in sigat. Mut a I iw was passed in
March, 18?7, whefeid the Secretary of
the Interior was directed to "immedi-
ately adjust each of the railroad land
grants made by Congress to aid in the
construction of railroads." With an
earnest desire to obey the mandate of
Congress to give to the corporationtheir every risht under the laws
aqd at the same time to
follow the directions given bv you to
see that ample protection should be
extended to settlers and taose seekingto make settlement oa tbe publiclands, I entered npon a most careful
consideration of the whole subject of

ter rights. Briefs were tiled and oral
arguments were accorded to counsel
of such companies as desired to be
heard, all of which were fully and
carefully considered, as was duo the
importance of the questions and the
magnitude of the interest Involved.

Nkw York, Nov. 2!l. Most said he

RAILROAD URAKf S.

Seerelnry LAmai'ii Exhaustive Opin-
ion on the Subject..

Washington, Jiov. 29. The most
important feature of Secretary
Lamar's annual report is that part
relating to the adjustment of railroad
land grants. It is as follows:

Shortly after mv appointment, when
I became somewhat familiar with the
public land system and the workings
thereof, I becatno impressed with the
fact that the pubrVt) domain was DeiGg
diverted from its legitimate purpose
and converted t objects, the inevita-
ble effects of which were repugnant to
tne theory on which the land system
was baaed. Apart from the methods
of the illegal appropriation of the pub-
lic domain effected through the per-
version of the several laws for acquir-
ing title thereto, I became convinced
that the administration of the con-
gressional grants to wagon and rail-
roads had given, rise to enormous
abuse. Congress had no only thade
grants which Is sorfle instances ex-
ceeded in extent the area of half a
dozen of the largest and most popu-
lous states o! the Union, tut in addi-
tion provided that any

LOSSES OF LAND

within the granted limits should be
satisfied by selections of lands Within
adjoining limits, thus nearly doubling
the area of tho original trams. Under
these acts the land department had
withdrawn from public appropriation,not only the granted limits as required
by law, but also the lands within the
indemnity limits, at the request of the
guarantee companies. This enormous
quantity of public lands was held in
reservation to await the convenience
of the corporations in the construc-
tion of their road.-'- , the selection of its
lauds arui the uncertain adjustments
of the granH by the department. I do
not mean to question the policy of aid-ic- g

in the constructing of railroads.
That policy waa at the t me it was
adopted a wise one, but in tne light of
experience, it uia well be asked
whether it would not have been bett-- r

In this way these
corporations, m addition to the lands
graii ted to them, have sold and

the price of a great deal of
other land to which they had neither
legal nor moral right. The confusion,
hardships and imposition practiced on
settlers Were greatly increased by tie
bold schemes of the corporation
agents, where withdrawals were made
of lands to which the legal title of
companies had not attached, and
which afterwards remained in the same
condition for years through the
