WASHINGION, 10.~A decision was ren-
dered by theSupreme Ceourt io the case
of the steamer Harrmsburg and her
owners, appellacts, vs. Emma 5. Rick-
ards et al,, on appeal frowm the United
Siates Circuit Court for the Eastern
District of Pennsylvania, This was a
suit broaght to recover damages for
the loss of & human life through the
alleged carclessness and negligence of
the vmployes on board the Harristurg.
The court holds, first, that in the ab-
sence of any national law giving a
right of action 1o recover damages for
the death of & human being on the high
s¢ns Oor navigable waler communicat-
ing therewith, a suit inadmiralty in
the courts of the Umred States cannot
be maictained ; second, that even if an
aclion at law has been aunthorized by
the gtatute inthe State where the loss
of 1ife occurred, and a suit in rem can
be maintained in adnriralty agaionst the
offending vessel lor damgges (a poiut
which, however, the court does not
decide) the present case was begun too
late, ‘The law which gives

RIGHT OF ACTION

in Pennsylvania provides that such
suit should be brought within oue
year. Five years elapsed in this case
belween Lhe time when the uccident
occurred and the time when the suit
was brought, apd there was no equit-
able excuse for the delay. The decree
of the Circult Courtlis reversed with
costs, and the cas+ 18 remanded with
dircctions to disinies the libel. " Opin-
ion by Chief Justice Walte.

We s2ee tbat it is only necessary to im-
wiove our orgauization here Lo carry
this city, and we believe that & general
organization must resultin the forma-
tion of a Natioual party that will
Ewed p Lhe country. e call upon

ORGANIZED LAROR

throsghont the country to form politi-
cgl assembliesa in each locality nupon
those principles and baving in view
political action when time tor 1. shall
have come. It is proper that organ-
ized labor whercever it exists should
tuke the initiative in this movement,
bat it is our opinion, confirmed by our
receut experience, that the wost cffce-
tive orzanizations for political nction
are tc be found outside the labor asso-
ciations, though as far as possible ani-
mated and coutrolled by 1ts members,
In this way we may avoid any contlict
