Suggestions As to tho licit nod of onU
For ITnlH

The lost breed cl fowls to rear for
the market or as egg producers depends
upon locality for ivlillo In some pinceR
one Variety Iis deemed the best In others
it would prove tho reverse For a mar-
ket foiU the Drahtnas and Cochins will
under almost till circnmstancc prove
the mot desirable they being less lia-
ble to tHflcifco feathering up quickly
and can be broil to weigh at from 4 to
6 mouths of age eight to ten pounds
Another goodllahlo owl is tho Darling
rock eroded with file Brahma hen
The flesh of this iross is meet and nu-

tritions full acquires at early ago the
plumpness of tho Dorking at maturity
There tire other broods however which
are old to bo desirable to roar for the
table Many claim that Out French
breeds of fowls tire of this number but
this wo very much doubt as their flesh
lacks the buttery golden color Unit at-

tracts tho eye of tho epicure They may
prove vilniblo as egg producers but
they lack many good qualities us a ta-
