The Union states that prior to the
time of John the Baptis*, baptism
was sdminjstered by the Jewich
rabble; that Genfile converts were
required to be immersed “as a sign
that they washed away  their old
faiths and filthinees and emerged
new cr=atures in the life of bap-
tism;” that John tock this symbol
ready to hand, and that “‘Christ
adopted it from John,” and add: :

“So long as Christianity was a re-
ligion of the warm' countries alone,
baptism was ordinsrily, and perhaps
always, administered by immersion.
Whether infants were baptized
when the father was converted
ls ajy disputed question, on
which,, in our Judgment, the
New *-hnmt throws no light.
Ordinsrily, bhowever, repsntanoce
and faith in the individaal baptizsd
were comnditions precedent of bapt
Ism. Whether we have a 1ight to
change the form of baptism from
immersion to wprinklicg, apd
w r we have a right to use it as
the symbol in dedieating our ehiliren
when we dedicate ourselves, are
quastions the anawer 10 which de-

ds upon the way in which the
ew Tesiament is regarded. Those
who it as a book of rules pre-
scribing a Christian ritaal wili say
no; those who regard it simply as »
divine revelation of love snd help-
fulness, and a call to spiritusl life
which men may use such riluals as
help, and cast of such as hinder,
-mfgm & differeni answer,

The chief characteristic of Lhis re-
ply ls its glorious ungeriainty. The
mastter 1s left to the candidate and
his views of the New Teatament; he
forms his owa notion, he “pass his
money and he tikes his choice.”
Upon such an important matter as
an ordinance’of divine appointment,
established for a purpore vitally af-
fecting mankind,it seoms as though
something deflnite should be pro-
mulged by religlous teachers
whether from the pulpit or the

press,
The chief editors of the Uhristian
Union cften administer that

waich they call baptism. They doit
in the nane of the Iloly Trinity,
This is virtually a profession of au-
thorily toact in the stead of the
Divine Three. And yet they do not
know, apparently, how or for what
purpose 1t should be rightly admin-
iatered. They have some opinions
about it but d> not seem to thigk
them any more reliable, or of any
more valuoe than the opinions of ip-
quirers. They will suit the cordin-
ance to the whims of the candidate.
He may be sprinkled, or have water
poured npon him, or be immerced.
They are just as ready toadminister
it in one way as another, and to an
infant as to an adult, Bat if they
have divine authority they certainly
should know the divine mind upon
the ordinance they altempt to ad-
ministér. “IT they have none, thelr
administrations must be vold. The
acis of accredited agents of earthly
Governments, if performed acgord-
ing to matructions, are acknowledg-
ed by the Powers that authorized
them, Acts performed in the name
of s Government without its suthor-
ity would be null. Can it be ex-
pected that the Divice Government
will recognize pretended official do-
ings on earth without its authority?
And will the Daity authorizs agents

the Divine will in reference to thelr
administrations? It appears to us
that the answer to these queries can
be readily given wilh confidence in
the negative, by any one with ordl-
nary capacity.
