He was aboul 45 years of age, and was
ern io America of Freuch parcnts.

Last gvenicg abent 7 o'clock two

He Lkad
juniped the wrong manp, for the coun-
cilan was ouly too anxious fuac
comito late him, and replied, 1’ go
io South Luotte with you, {I you lik-,
a d'we'il settle the matter.”

Anont 10 o’clock this morning a col<
orod wan dashed up the steps of the
poiice court and Into the room, and
breathlessiy informed Marshal Lou P
smeith that there had been 8 siooting
serape InJuck Dowd's saloon, on the
corner of Main and Galina streets
Marshal Smith, accompanled by Juil-
or Weinecke and an Juler-Mowdain
reporter, ot once started for t.ie scene
nt the siooting and uponm arriviog
there found a motly crowd sorrouad-
ing two men, both of whom were
bleediug from the face. *Offlcer Qarle-
Lon was aiready on the sput, and had
sncececded In clearing a circle in the
centre of the bar-reom ih order that
the wounded men might get gome
ireeh air. The canse of the trouble
was & dispute overa game of cards.

It seerns that Wilkinzon, the man
who did the shocting, had been play-
ingcards with Jim Smith and Thomas
Leonard, and had lost a trifle over flve
datlars, All three had been drlaking
vaiber freely, and the game hud broken
ap in & dispute, Wilkinson claiming he
:ad not been fairly used, Smith wa-
remonstrating with kim, and explain-
ing to him that he had no kick coming,
—that they had used him all right,
when Wilkinson lost his temper and
told Smith he *didn’t want to hawve
anything to do with him, apd to let
him alone, They then separated only
L3 resume their Wrangling and quar-
vellpg in afew winutes; apd this was
repeated several times. Fionally Wil-
Klason said: “See here, Smith, I am
arieid, and if you don't let me alone,

Smith
fell heavily to the floor, and 4s Wilkin-
son turped with his smoking pistol
still In his hasd, Smith's partner,
Fhomas Leonard,who I8 a very power-
ful young feltow, jumped and caught
tim by the wpeck, iptending, as he af-
terward stated, to disarm i.nlm. in or-
der to prevent his shootlnz anyone
else., But he wasn't quick enough,. for
just as Jie ¢rabbed bhim, Wilkin-
soa whirled around with  the
rapidity of lightolog, and with the
remark, **Oh, you want some of it
too, do you?'' put up bhis -ria!ol and
pulled the trigeer, the buliet going
through Leonard’a nose, With a cry
of “I'm shot!"™ his second victim
staggired back, and Wilkinson dashed
througn the front door and scooted
down Main Street, putting his plstol
in his pecket as he ran. When in
front ol the Oregon stables he slipped
and fell, but qpickly recovering nis
legw, turned around the corner of the
stable, and continued bis flight to-
wards the depot.

Dr. Goodman, the veteripary sur-
geon, was on his way to his office iv
the (S_rcznn slabies, and was witnin a
few feet of the door of the salocn when
the second shot was fired and Wilkin-
son ran out, and léavisg the pursult
of the criminal Lo the poiice, he entered
the bar-room to ascertain tire effect of
the shots. He found Smith Iying fece
downward on the floor, almost strang
led by the pool of blood in which he
lay, surrounded by a growd of pegroes
mc] white men who were to much ex-
cited to render any assistance.

The two men were taken Lo Dr,
Amsken’s oflice, where thelr wounds
were  skllfully dressed. Smith’s
wound is much more serious than 1s
l.eonard’s, the bullet having struck
himz squarely in the face and immed-
iatrl‘y below the nose, knockiog out
a |l bis front teeth, piercing his tongue,
and lodging in the muscles at the back
of the neck. Toe bullet hss not yet

been removed. Léonard was
struc from the side, the
bullet simply passing through
the lower portion of tie nose. Bow-

men showed the greatest mnerve while
Dr. Amsden was  sewing up the
wounds, and conversed freely, laugh-
ing and joking ahont the matier as
though it were an everyday occur-
rence.
Wilkinson, the man wbo uged bhis
ristol 80 fIreely, 1» brakeman om a
reight train, and runs between Balte
and Spring Iill. He is a very pleasant
young fellow of about 27 years of age
and 1s rather above medium h&lgbthnd
powerfully bulit. At the time of the
shoeting he was dressed In a dark sult
of clothes and wore & sealskin cap.
