EVIDENT EVASION.

The action of the Supreme Court of
the United States in the Snow and
Cannon cases, is to-say the least, ex-
ceedingly contficting and evasive.

The decision in the Cannon case was
reached by a body of learned expound-
ers of the law, who are not ouly well
versed in the administration of justice,
but upon whose rulings depends the
honor of American jurisprudence.
Looking at the matter squarcly, it is
evident that the Supreme Court con-
sidercd that it was within its jurisdic-
tion, to act in the Cannon case as pre-
sented; otherwise that body would not
bhave heard arguments from each side
on the points at issue. Neither would
that court have rendered a lengthy
decision, and flled it in the archives of
the nation,ns one arrived at uaccording
to law and justice.

What are intelligent citizens of this
nation to think; of the Supreme Court
of the United States,when a few weeks
later, a kindred case (Apostle Snow's)
‘is presented to that august body for
adjodication, the Court not only dis-
misses it for lack of jurisdiction in the
premises, but tries to obliterate all
precedents in order to prevent attempts
at future appeal for justice, by ignoring
entirely their previous action in the
Cannon case?

If the Judge of the Third District
Court of Utah can turnjudicinl somer-
saults,it loeks as if the;Supreme Court
of the United States was not above
perpetialing things In that line.  Is it
any wonder that we hear it spoken on
the street corners and in the highways
and byways that such rulings are eva-
sive and in the nature of judicial anamo-
lies7 When a government cannot meet
an issue fairly and squarel‘y in accord-
ance with the principles o lr.s Consti-
tution, without having to uphold acts
of injustice to ecarry its point; that
government will most surely loose
dlgnn{ and respect in the eyes of God
and all elvili nationgs 8. F. G.
