THE PABHELL INVESTIGATION.

Catttaln O'Shen lestifiea Angainst
the lrl.li Leafier.

London, Oct. 81. The Parnell Com-
mission resumed its inKstSgation to-

day. .
Attomey-Gener- al Webster, lor the

Times, asked leave to interpose Cap
tain O'Shea as a witness, as he wanted
to go immediately to Spain.

Witness tesUfled he. bad been on
good terms wita Parnell uutil June,
ISSt. ,At Parnell's request ia June,
1381, he communicated with Giauatune.
vvituess did not know i'ktrick "Ean.
Tarnell told him (Eaf) "he did not
know about thus negotiations with toe
goveTDinent uatlt alter Giadston-.-'- o

spetch in Commens on May ltJ,
parnell t.ien tpoke to him ol the a ste-

ward poaiiion he was placed iu by
Gladstone.'s speech, ancr told how the
speech arin yed EgQ aad otii'-rs- .

Negotiations "tien ceased uctii 18Si,
when Parneil and Ddion were iu Ja.il.
Ezan was then in Paris. The first
proposal witness made to the gov-
ernment in 18F2, was offered with-
out the aut&ority of Parnell. He
received communications from certain
members of the government replying
to the proposals. When Parneil was
released lrem KUmainb.au, witness
told birnol the position of toe nego-tiaiion- 8.

He had written Gladstone,
and it was arranged that any answer
he might make should be sent to Par
nell at Paris. Gladstone's reply was
sent to Parnell, who responded in
April, ParuelJ.on rcturuicn from
Paris, saw Gladstone. Parnell was
anxious for the release from prison of
Michael Davitt, but he objected to
Brennan'o being released. Parneil au-

thorized witness to communicate with
the government! Parnell undertook to
do his utmost in the suppression ot
boycotting outrages. He promised if
the government would settle the
arrears of rent question satisfactorily
he would advise the tenants to pay
rents and would denounce outrages,
resistance to law and all kinds ot in-

timidation. Witness asked Parnell if
he was sure he was'able to carry out
his guaranteeito suppress outrages.
Parnell gave aim assurances that he
was.

Parnell said that Sheridan would be
a most useful bacunthe work of put-
ting down boycotting it he could only
see and converse with him. Jloyuton
and Egan would also be useful. When
Parneil was in Kilmainbam Jail a letter
was written and signed oy Parneli
which witness took to Forsier, then
Chiet Secretary of Ireland. The letter
expressed Parnefl's opinion that if the
arrears question were settled be and
his Colleagues would bo aide to sup-
press outrages. The day. alter tue
Phoenix Park murder, Parnelt siaowed
witness tbe rniirdei manifesto. It was
a mistake, said the witness, to say
Parnell was not in favor ol the mani-
festo. Seven tetters were here shown
witness, who (declared with certainty
that the signatures attached were those
ol Parnell. ?t '

Captain O'&nea in ttc cross-examinatio-

said Buckle, editor of the
Times, had as&ed Joseph Chamberlain
to get him to give evidence. v itness
denied ever having threatened Parnell,
though he had once turned him out ol
his rooms ia ,l)ub!in. There were in
existence, .compromising letters and
documents, aud it iizd been eatd
he was engaged in a- - conspiracy to get
these letters. He had b en aux!ous to
lilve evidence! ;iu order to cieai hiinseif
and refute the; slanders .circulated- by
Parnell and biafcolleagues. Mu'quiny,
a nationaiist.Jtold him Parnell paid for
tbe escape ot Byrne. The memoran-
dum he made was destroyed in 13,when theie was dang r of a ;:lect
committee ot Parliament being ap-

pointed to looik into tbe Kilmainham
treaty, and it was intimated to him,
that the utmost reticence ought to be
observed on the subject.Sir Charles Husstll inquired, "Bywhom?'!'
