A Washington dispatch says the

resentation of the address from
reland to President Grant,through
Messrs. O’Counor, Powers & Par-
nell, members of parlinment, has
been deferred. Powers and Par-
nell have been informed that, ac-
cording to etiquette, the resolutions
will have to come through the
British minister here and the State
Department to the President. An
obstacle has been found to the sue-
cess of the first step, in the wording
of certain parts of the resolutions.
One part cites that having suffered
through seven centuries of tyranny,
the Irish people make their greet-
Ings to the United States an.d its
President, &e¢. Thia cannot, it is
contended, be passed by without an
act of disrespect on the part of
President Grant to her Majesty's
representative.  The resolutions
are a magnificent evidence of art
and taste, appearing like a plate of
the purest alabaster, inlaid with
mosaic.

CREAT BRITAIN:
Tho Cebluet Mectlog—The “'Times”
en tho Sitnation.

Loxpoxs, 20.—The Cabinst met
yesterday, ali the ministers being
present.

The 7imes saya Lthe meeling was
rendered necessary by the critical
state of aftairs in ISurope, for the
negotiations, which have occupied
the last twelve monthas, are virtual-
ly at an end, and war between
Russia and Turkey is supposed to
be unavoidable. livery resolution
at ‘a time like this jis momentous
Iiven the conclusion that nothing
remains to be done is one which a
single minister might decline to be
responsible for. The ministers met
only to eonform, by common ac-
cord, Lo the conclusions at which
the eountry had arrived, if the re-
sult be only negative, as far as the
present action i3 concerned, 'This
only represents the almost unani-
mous desire of the nation that there

is to be no ultimatum or contin-
gant declaralion of war. There
will, mormsover, ba no Autumn

aesslon of Parliament, The Cabinet
did nothing which can justify the
prevailing fears of British participa-
tion in the war. It will be under-
atood that this result does not in-
volve the position of a deeision
respecting events, which are still
uncertain, ane the position will

chapge continually. It amounts
only to  this  thal the ex-
istence of virtunl war belwren

Russia and the Porle does not ere-
ate a stato of things calling for our
interference: that weare not cailed
upon either by the text of treatics
or by moral obligations to defend
one of those empires against the
other. T'he nations reserve full
liberty of action should the com-
promising of her interests ever call
for interference. All we can see at
the present is that a war of race
and religion, sufficiently formida-
ble, ia likely to ensue in Fastern
Europe. It it was a permissible
policy to waitnud see what would
come of the struggle Letween the
Turks and their rebellious subjects,
it is not now wrong to stand aside
and see the development of the
same contest. Kogland has never
undertaken to interpose in the con-
cerns of the continent without
continental allies, and there is no
good ground for believing that we
should have real support from any
power in Lhe event of war.

Russlia Has Only Tarkey to Face—
the Gueen will Iold Conncll on
Mondnay. =

Tle Berlin correspondent of the
Times telegraphs it is understood
that the Austrian reply to Lhe
('zar's second letter, while promis-
ing neutrality in the event of the
Russian invasion of Bulgaria, prac-
tically reserves for Austria the right
of operating in any other part of
Turkey.

The ZTimes” Paris correspondent
says there is no doubt of the com-
plete accord between Ilussia, Ger-
many and Austria. It can be easily
seen that England and France will
not break their neutrality, there-
fore Ttussin only has Turkey to face,
The only miunister of the Ottoman
cabinet who believed Turkey might
defend ‘herself and receive Luro-
pean aid, has fallen.

The cabinet is unow convineed
that Turkey caunot count on the
accord of ISurope in her fayor, and
that Turkey cannot longer main-
tain complete dominion of Lhe
Balkan peninsula.  Ifthey hesitate
about the six weeks” armistice il is
because they wish toknow thecon-
ditions to which Lthey have to sub-
mit. What Russia wanls is now
knowli, and the Ottoman cabinet
will probably resign Lhemselves to
it. Russia wizhes the absolute in-
dependence of Servia, on the recog-
nized independence of Montenegro,
with an extension of Territory and
the annexation of the port of Spez-
zia, and the political and admiunis-
trative autonomy of Dosuia, Her-
zegovina aud  Dulgaria. She
wishes the stiip ofl’ DBessarabia,
taken from her in 1556, and to have
the liberty of the Dardanslles es-
tablished.

The stock of gifts being ex-
hausted, the natives all got iuto
their canoes and left, thus ending
one of the largest meetings of the
kindwhich has taken place for some
years, and probably the last of any
magnitude which will occur, as the
rising generation of Indians seem
to earé little about perpetuating the
customs of their forefathers, and
this, as well as many other prac-
tices, will goon be numbered among
