and ordained him. lie . gave unto
him the keys of the' kingdom. He
received the record of the stick of
Joseph from the bauds of Ephraim
to stand with the Bible, the stick of
Judah: in the last days as a tiower

t neeu not stop to tell you that we
live in a day of jarkness,wickednefx,
unbelief, and transgressions of every
kind; I need t tell TotT this; the
heavens know It, the earth knows It,
the devils know it, all men know it
that are acquainted with the human
family'in the day and j age In which
we live. The Lord told us fifty years
ano. that "Xwukneaa . ooverelh the
earth, and gross darkness, the minds
of the peopk; and all flesh has be-

come corrupt before mjT face."; But
He has sent forth the warning voice
to them. ' He has called upou all
men to repent and . obey the gosrel
of Jeaus Christ, that . they may e

counted worthy to escape the Judge
ments of God.

President Taylor treated this fore
noon upon the law of t ithing. Per
haps the .Latter day oalnts uo not
want to hear much more upon this
subject; but I have felt a long time
that we as a people;, were somewhat
gnorant of teat la w, v nave looked

upon It as a matter or little conse
quence; v e have looked upon it with

great ueai or inu.uerei.ee wneiner
we paid tithing or not. But the tub- -

ect was eleariy set forth this fore
noon by President Taylor, ue hat
no power to change this law, nor
has any other man; and if we do
not obey it, we earr lay no claim to
the promises made to those wno
obey it. These things . are very
plain and pointed. The principle ol
tithing has been a principle of sacri-
fice in almost every age of the world;
in fact, it waa peculiarly so among
the people In ancient uay s, anu
among even the heathen nations of
the earth. Now I have thought
many times that some of thot--e an
cient king? that were raised up
haJ in- some respects more re
gard fof the carrying out of some
of i these . principles , and laws
than' even the Latter-da- y Saints
have in our day. I will take as ap
ensarople Cyrus, on account of his
temperance. Me waa one or- - tne
kings of the Medea and Persians. I
tielieve his father was a t'ersian auu
his mother a Mede. To trace the
life of Cyrus from hla birth- - to his
death, whether be knew it or not it

oked at thougn he lived by lnspl
ration In all his movements. He
began with that temperance and
virtue that would Sustain any Chris-
tian country or any Christian king.
And even when lie wa tent in his
oulh to his grandfather Aetyagen,

the king of the Mede?, he showed
that he had been . carefully brought
up, and he followed his early train-iu- i

in a great measure throughout
his life; while as king - or. leader ' of
the Median armies he conquered
nearly the whole worW. ia fact I 'o
not know; that he ever lost a battle.
His grandfather waa living ,lu -- lux
ury, anl wnen young .;yrus was
rent to hi n't he ottered to serve , him
as a butkr only be didn't do at
butler's sometimes dothat is, baste
the wine before putting It on the
table. Cyrus. when offered wine,
said, 4I am afraid it It poiaon." 44 You
are afraid It is pofeon?" "What make,"
you think it poiaonr v ny, ne
cause i nave seen it mate you auu
some of the princes act very strange,
you would stagger anu "Ct very - cu.
rious.". He followed th-k-f nrincinie
of temperanee during his" whole life.
Before a battle he onereo sacrifices to
the GxhIs; when he finished a .battle
and had a victory he did s the same
thing. . I have been struck in read
ing his history with' the "course be
took in this matter tie would

into revelry or debauch- -
a .a. -

ery over tne nations ne naa c n--
uered. T tie taught aucu principie

until the day of his death. - Before
he died he told those by whom he
was tin rounded, that he .did, not
want his body put h-t-

o a gold coffin
or a sliver comn; ue aimpijr tiesireu
his tody to bttJaldin the -- dust and
covered with the earth. . Many of
these principles followed him, and I

have thought many of them were
worthy, in: many respects the at-
tention of men who have the gospel
of Jesus Christ. But the law Of

tithlnir was carried out by , all Israel
from the creation of the world down
to the present time- - that la, when
ever God ntVQ . i iopiQ

-- upm; tne
earth theyi observed the law of
tithing. And I believe, as Pretsi Jen
Taylor has stated, that it it our duty
to pay our tnbet ad ofterin g before
the Lord. It la a commandment of
the Lord that we should do this, and
I do not feel myself called upon at a
member of this church and kingdom
to-- require the President of this
chunih'to attempt to change this
order, or attempt 40 Bod fault with
him because he doea cot permit
young mens who curse and swear,
who do not pay their tithing, ete.,
to enter the Lord't house and there
have sealed upon their headt the
highest blessing that were . ever
given to'.

"Of course, we are required to prac-
tise what we preach. I believe In
that doctrine. Now, I know for my.
self that, the Presidency of this
Church pay their tithing. As chair
man or the Auditing fJommittee, I
know what their tithing is. The
Twelve Apostles pay their tithing.
Bishop Hunter and his Counselors
pay their tithing, as well as
a great many others in this
Church and ' Kingdom. I
would not preach tithing if I did
not pay it. I consider it my duty to
pay my tithing. I consider it is
a law of God to me, apd . I am no

for ob ying It. I-- wish myCrer and sisters to take this
principle to heart. As the President
hat said, the Lord doet not care any
thing about our cattle, our gold and
our tilver. The law of tithing is a
law of God to ue. Obedience is Let
ter than sacriflbe. We are building
temples to the name of the Lord.
What are we building them for?
That we may enter in and rede m
our dead. 'I he Lord hat had his en
dowments a great many . years ago.ue uas ascenaeu to nis thrones,
principalities and powers In tlie
eternities. We are hi children. He
has given us a law, and he has plac-
ed us here on the earth to obey that
law. we are here to fill a probation
and receive an education, I once
read a man's view of education-b- e
was not a Mormon, but a man of
the world who sa.d, "No man is
fully educated unless he can tell
wnere ne came irom. why ue it
here, and .where he it going to."
That being the case, I thought there
were few fully T educated in the
world. No man can tell where be
came; from -- uplett It Is. re-
vealed - to him. We have
had' these - things revealed to us
in the Bible, Book of Mormon,
and Book of Doctrineand Covenant.
