Columbia, S. C, 24. The cour!
convened at 4 p. m. In response to
the rul issued at tho morning ses
sion to the board of canvassers, to
show ctuso why they should not j.

bo attached for contempt In refus
ing to obey its mandate issued On
Wednesday, U. S. District Attor
ney fjoriuii, cqunsei ior me noaru,
introduced an alndavlt asking for
further time; but he refusing to in
dicate tho liue of their defence, or
assure the Court that they would
obey its mandamus: no further
time was giauted.

Counsel for tho relators were in
structed to draw the order, but as a
recitation of all the proceedings
was required as a preface to the
order to c in in it the board for con
tempt, they requested until to-
morrow morning to file it.

The Court said they hoped the
board weuld, in the morning, obey
its mandate, aud pjrge the con-

tempt. If they do not they will
be committed to jail.

Counsel for the relators then
moved tbat a peremptory mandam-
us issuo to H. E. l'ayue, Secretary
of State, to issuo certificates to all
the members of the general use ru-

by, including tho counties of Edge
field and Laurens, in accordance
with tho order of the Court, of
Wednesday's session.

Associate! ustice Willard said tho
relators ought not to pray this at
this state of the proceedings, as
Payne was now in contempt, and
tho Court had no assurance that he
would obey, as he had disobeyed
their mandate already, intimating
that counsel ought, therefore, to
await the result of the lule before
moving this order.

Judge Willard said, "Here we
have just made a solemn decision,
in which ho (Payne) is a party, as
a member oi tne board of State can
vassers and Secretary of State. If
the order in that case directed to
him, as well as to others on the
board, had been obeyed, this ques-
tion would not have arisen. As
the case now stands, an incident
has ".occurred, rare in the history
of civilized society men clothed
with civil authority of a limited
character, subject to the courts of
the land, have placed themselves
in defiance of the highest court In
South Carolina, and are now jeop-ardizing-t- he

security of justice and
the security or peace. They are In
an attuuue of uenance not only
against the abstract law, but
against its embodiment iu this
court.

compel iy iorce wnai the con
science, does not yield. What are
we doing? What reason have we
for believing that this order will be
obeyed auy more than other.?
What reason have we to believe
this defiance will cease? We should
take into consideration the bear
lngs of the question. Ths action
of tli is board, in my opinion, will
.da more to call up a generous spirit
in the people and forgetful of par
llsanshlp, to cause them to unite
upon the high ground of justice and
truth, than anything that has been
done in the history of the country
since Us first origin."
