RECEPTION BY PIUS.

His First One is to Working Peo-
ple of Rome.

Rome, Sept. 13.—The pope today held
his first reception, 2,000 people, for the
most part working people from around
8t. Peter's being admitted to his
pregence in the courtyard of La Prega,
one of the largest spaces In the vatican,
On the portico overlooking the court
was erected a gmall throne, which the
pope insisted should not be surmounted
by a canopy, 4s th: ceremonnial pre-
soribes.

Pope Plug whose arrival was awaijted
with keen expectation by the throng,
appeared In the portico, preceded mera-
ly by a few noble guards and accoms=
panied by his secretary, Mgr. Bressan,
the master of the chamber; Mgr, Bis-
lettl, and his almoner, Mgr. Constantin,
The pontiff was attired entirely n
white, except for his red hat orngmented
with gold, As he smilingly seated him-
gelf on the throne he was greeted with
a storm of applause. Cries of “"Long
live Plus!” and "Long live our father!"”
were ralsed, while a band played the
papal march,

Te pope roge, drew neat to the steps
of the portico ynd, raising his hand for
silence, sald: “This demonstration of
reverence and affection touches me, not
hecause it was addresged to my per-
son, but because |t {r addressed to him
whom I represent—~Christ; it (s an In-
dex of the faith animating your heart.
I am all the more pleased because the
majority of you are working men, for
Christ {8 the advocate of the working
men, and the latter gre fatthful to
him."

The pontiff went on to say that the
workmen who s satigfled with his con-
dition finds In it o true pleasure, shed-
ding sweetnegs about him. "“These
words," continued Pope Plus, “are the
first that I addregs to the Romans. Be
gatigfed with your condition, provide
education for your children, and 1 as-
surae you, in the name of the Holy Ghost,
and T am sure that the hlessings of God
which T envoke for you and your fam-
1es wiil be given."”

The pone ralsed his hand and gave
hig benedietion to the kneeling assem-
hlage, Hix holiness then retired, amid
Joud manifesthtions of devotion,

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BURN VILLAGES
KILL PEASANTS.

Albanian and Turkish Troops in
Vilayet of Adrianople Pursue
Their Usual Tactics.

ARE MAKING A CLEAN SWEEP

Of the Whole Bulgarian Element—Po-
sition of Christians is Desperate—
Population Flee to Mountains.

Bofla, Bulgaria, SBept. 13.-The Alba-
nian and Turkish troops contained in
the vilayet of Adrlanople appear to be
pursuing thelr usual tactics of burn-
Ing and plundering the villages and
killing the peasants, instead of making
an attempt to break up the insurgent
bands,

Very little news g filtering through
from Monastir, but all reports agree
that the position of the Christians I8
desperate, The Turks are making &
clean sweep of the whole Dulgarian
wlement, The Albanian soldiers In the
vilayet of Advianople are stated to be
entirely beyond control,

At Kostursco the [nfluential
complalned to the officerg of the ex«
cesses committed by the troops. The
officers resented the cnltlelsm and told
the soldlers that the beys were friends
of the revolutionaries, whereupon the
s#oldiers burned the beys' farms,

The Turkg have burned the villages
of Almagik and Orikler, in the district
of  Losengrad. They beheaded 22
Bulgarians at Almagik In the pres-
ence of thelr familles. 7Twelve thous-
and troops are assembled around Mal.
kotonovi and are engaged in plllaging
and burning the villages,

The population everywhere is floeing
to the forests and mountains, All the
Turkish population In the distriet of
Losengrad has received arms, Hven the
boys have revolyvers,

The Albanlan soldiers, proceeding
from Odrin to Losengrad, plundered the
villuges en route, robbed the churches
and burned the village of Korakej. An-
other body of Albanians, going to Va-
8iliko, on the Black sea, was attacked
by a rebel band and is reported to have
suffered a loss of 100 men,

A band led by the Insurgent chief
at Amagoff wag surrounded by Turk-
Ish troops at Kokusho, After six hours'
fighting the Insurgents cut thelr way
through the soldlers by throwing
bombs, The Turks lost 20 men,

The final arrangements for a revolu-
tlonary outbreak in eastern Macedonia
have been completed, but for gome in-
explicable reagon the rising hangs fire,
The whole district {s divided into six
sections, the Insurgents being under the
following leaders: Gen, Zontcheff, Col,
Kankoff, Capt, Jordan Stoyanoff and
Lieuts, Stoyantcheff, Darvangoff and
Atamsoff,

The correspondent of the Times at So.
fia says: “It would be very inadvisa-
ble for the powérg to address admoni-
tlong to Bulgaria at the present moment
because It would strengthen, on the
eve of the elections, the handsg of the
opposition party which Is trying to fo-
ment a belllcose agitation in order to
Joverthrow the present government, The
infliction of a needless humiliation up-
on the government, which {8 endeavor-
Ing to convinee the nation of the folly
of an adventurous policy would be mere-
ly playing Into the handg of the war
party,

The Daily Mall's correspondent at
Hofla In a  dispatch dated Sept. §,
gends an interview he had with Tartar-
sheff, the chief of the revolutionary
committee, in which the latter repre-
sented that there will be a strong
probability of Servia throwing in her
lot with Bulgaria against Turkey, and
that the question of war or no war de-
pended mainly on Servia.

Tartarschef declined to commit him-
self to detalls, but admitted that nego-
tiations were proceeding between his
commlittee and Servia, and also that
the Servian premier lately sent geouts
to join the revolutionists in Bulfaria in
order to report the latter's progress,
Capt, Sarafoff, brother of the revolu-
tlonary chief, who was also present at
the Interview, went further than Tar-
targeheff and alleged that it was weeks
ago agreed that at the slightest provo.
cation the Servian forces should {nvade
old Servia and occupy Uskub, It was
hintetd that Montenegro would nlso he
heard from in Albania and that Turkey
would thus be compelled to divide her
forces, thereby much  reducing her
chances of victory

The Times publishes a long dlspatch
from Monastir, dated Sept, b, In
which a8 the result of hig own ob-
servations and those of reliable wit-
nesses, the correspondent confirms the
descriptions of the Turkigh extermina.
tion of the Christian papulation in the
vilayet of Monastir, which he avers (s
being carried out whaole-heartedly and
indiscriminately by regulars and Bashi-
Bazouks, between whom there 18 little
to choose, and whose doings, it {g ev]-
dent, are directly sanctioned by the
sultan,
