The speaker
E:oaeded to treat of repentance,
ptism by Immersion, the laying
on of yands for the imparting of whe
Holy Ghost, the firat gospel princi-
ples, showed their legitimacy and
truth, and in connection therewith
the necessity of their being admin-
isteredd by men having' authority
direct from God. Joseph Smith had
received this autlority in our time.
It was true he was spoken of as an
illiterate, humble boy, a character
in nowise up to the world’s idea of a
prophet chosen of God. He was
even called dissipatod, dishonest,
ete., by many, and was maligned in
various ways; but the Bavior and
His Apostles were also humble and
were reviled and spoken evil of in
their day.

nor in any manner deal in by him-
self, servant or other person, any
vinous, splritnous or fermented li-
quors after the hour of 10 o’clock
p m., or befors the hour of 8 o’clock
a.m.,on any da’ of the week; heshall
prohibit oll gamiog, with or without
betting, by means of dominoes,
carde, dice or other articles, every
game of chance, and ¢very other
description of gaming or gambling;
and on the lamation of the
Mayor for a!l liquor eatablishments
to be clesed, he shall discontinue
business during the perfod of such
proclamation. He shall not in any-
wise dispose of liquors to any per
son under sixteen years of age, nor
to any person intoxicated, wor to
any Indian; he shall prohibit musie,
dancing, dronkenness and all riotous
or disorderly conduct on his prem-
ires. He shall not harter, sell or give
away any #splritous, vinous or fer
mented liquo:s, on the first day of
the weelk, eommonly called Sunday,
except he be the keeper of a drug
store, and the::h only for medic';fnll
