Cow’s MiLk FoR INvANTS.—IT I8 well
known that while the milk of & healthy
woman Bever disagrees with a healthy
child, that child caonot be ted with
cow’s milik without peril. Indeed,
maest cases of cholera infantumw are
amony the bottie fed, and a babe sui-
fering from this disease will geoerally
recover at onee if it can have a more
patural nourishment.

One important diflicalty with cow’'s
milk for infants is—partly from its na-
ture and partly from the freer and
more copious dravghts with which it
is taken into the stomach—it tends
to coagulate- into  large masses
of solid “cheese. This is thrown
in sour Jumps into the bowels, apd
keeps them in a sitate of taal irri-
tation. Now, lime water added to the
milk—say one part in live or slx—pre-
vents ttis cosenlation, and If other
hygieni¢ conditions are right, the dan-
ger of cholera infantum Is very wmuch
diminished.— Youth’s Companion.

WEeLL WaTER OF DOUBTFEL QUAL~
11TY,—AS8 the country becomes older,
wells which formerly ylelded good wa-
ter are becoming unrellable, and late
in the season furuish water of dombt-
ful quaHty. This fact i1s well under-
stood In cities where artificial sapplies
of water replace that from wells. The
same impurity in the water doubtless
exists imn many country wells, and is
the canse of sickness and death at Lhis
season of theyear. II the well is low
have it eleaned out. This sheuld be
done wherever possible every two or
three years. Meost people will be sur-
rised at the amount of impurities to

tound in old wells whose water thely
may for years have been drinking. It
the well never gets low enough to be
cleaned ont its water should be filtered
beéfore being considered fit for home
use.—Boston Budget.
